NEARLY. FALL INTO PITS.

Those men who were working near the
pits of molten steel, which are near the
waterfront, at the time of the explosion
were thrown forward, and George R.
Wagaman, a steel workmen, narrowly es-
caped being thrown into the pit. Waga-
man grasped a side railing and saved
himself. Other. workmen in the vicinity
were also badly frightened, and ran as
far. away from the pits as possible, fear-
ing another explosion.

Directly on the waterfront
hundred workmen  were busy on the
building of another big steel ship. Many
of these were at the top of the frame-
work about the half-completed hull, and
it was with difficulty that they
their positions and. escaped from Dbelng
thrown to the ground, a distance of
about 30 feet below.

FREAKS OF THE EXPLOSION

It Was on a Weird Rampage at

Curtis Bay.
1esidents of Curtis Bay fared as badly

from the explosion gs did their neighbors

of Wagners Point. All sorts- of freak
pranks were played by the force of the
explosion in the homes of Curtis Bay.
Sewing machines were turned over and
mantelpiecces were cleared of their orna-
ments and trimmings. Only one person
was injured at Curtis Bay—Mrs., Mamie
Littleton. who was cut about the head
and face when the disheg and glass in the
kitchen windows were broken by the force
of the explosion. _

Mrs. Littleton was in the' kitchen of
her home when the report was heard. The
next instant the house shook as if it
would tumbie down. - She screamed and
started for tne door, but before she gained
this exit the dishes from the china closet
came tumbling down upon her. She fell
to the floor anconscious. She was carried
outside and revived. Hardly a chimbey
in the village withstood the force of the
explosion,

All along the streets in every block
windows were shattered, shutterg torn
from their hinges and other damage done.
Most of the children were at school. Had
it not been for this it is almost certain
that many of them would have Dbeen
drowned. as they generally play right at
the water's edge, and when the tidal wave
swept the waters it would have washed
them overboard. b

When the detonation first came every
one of the children in the. schoolhouse
rushed outside. The school bullding be-
gan to sway, and it was feared that it
would collapse. So excited were the chil-
dren that it was decided to close the
school for the day.
