Tells of Ascent of Mount McKinley.

Herschel C. Parker, professor of
- physics In Columbia University, and world
famous as the leader of the party which
in 1912 first made the ascent of Mount
‘McKinley, in Alaska, described his ex-
perienceg during the memorable climb last
night to a large audience at the KFriends’
School, Park Place. '

The speaker, who, by the way, has also
achieved distinction as being one of the
discoverers of hellum, used a long series
of beautiful steropticon views during the
talk, and they told a tale which in' in-
terest can only be eclipgsed by the stories
of polar exploration. The first attempt
was made in 1906, and proved unsuccessgful.
Agaln and again the intrepid climber tried
for the summit, and finally, in June, 1912,
the highest point, 20,200 feet above the
sea level, wag attained. In the long fight
with the ice and snow the explorer was
accompanied by three men and a number
of Eskimo dogs, which drew the sleds.
When the speaker had carried his auditors
about two-thirds of the way up the great
mountain by means of the pictures, he
indicated a point which he declared. was
the spot photographed by Dr. Cook ag the
summit of Mount McKlin]ey.

The most beautiful of the pictures were
those showing huge avalanches as they
crashed down the mountain, praising snow
clouds over 1,500 feet highh and 8,000
feet in width and devastating the coun-
try for miles around. One picture de-
picted the appearance of the party’s camp
after an earthquake which had its center
in the mountain and almost put an end
to the expedition.

We all for-
got our own safety, and when the boat
pulled alongside the larger vessel a rope
was thrown up. It was caught and held

‘able to take any more, and trusting that

other boats would appear on the scene
to rescue the remainder before the in-
evitable  explosion, we started for the
shore. We had gone only a few rods
when, on looking back, I saw men leap-
ing wildly into ‘the water, while others
were hanging to the rails preparatory to
drop the moment a boat should come
alongside. In less than a moment there
wasg an explosion that spun our  boat
around in a direction opposite to that
which it held a moment previous. Win-
dows were shattered, partitions were
warped, and a heavy swell lifted us up
high in the air, and then we felt as
though we were dropping to the bottom
of the river. While this was going on
an explosion took place within a few feet
of us. and this. I believe, was caused by

i fragments of dynamite striking the prow

of the Jerome. A heavy piece of glass
struck my derby, cutting a hole large
enough to put a silver 'dollar through,
One of the men standing close by me
had several of his: teeth knocked out,
and. fearing that the Jerome might be
in a «inking condition, we started for
shore at full speed, putting into Spar-
rows Point,

“As we hurried from the scene I looked
back to see if there was anything of the
Alum Chine, but the big ship had disap-
peared. -

“T heard that the tug Atlantic was
alongside of the vessel when the explo-
sion oceurred. and that she, too, was
blown to pieces. At this time I do not
know whether there is any foundation to
the report or not. I do know that the
Atlantic was stedming away from
Alum Chine, and that she was headed
for the shore with some of the crew and
passengers. I heard that she ran into
shallow water, and had to make for mid-
stream again, and that while doing s0
was caught by the explosion.”

Feared for the Guthrie.
For a #time it was . feared that the
revenue cutter Guthrie had shared the

fate of the Alum Chine. Peter J. Curran, |

the boarding officer assigned to the ill-
fated vessel, had 1left on the Guthrie
soon after 9 o’clock, and it was, there-
fore, assumed the cutter was near

scene of disaster when the explosion oc-
curred.

Ingpector Curran was. an eye-witness
to the explosion, the cutter being only
three-quarters of a mile distant when it
occurred.

“We had left the  place’ of loading
about an hour before. 1 stopped only
long enough to get the number of the
cars, of which three were still td* be un-
loaded. The work was then in progress.
