'DR. MUNSTERBERG TELLS OF

HIS EXPERIMENTS.

SUGGESTS FEDERAL BUREAU

Harvard EXxpert Declares at Hop-

kins That Application of Cer- -

tain Principles of Psychology
‘Would Show for What Work In-
dividuals Are Best Adapted and
Prevent Accidents Now Caused
by Incompetents.

That thousands of lives could be saved

in this country every year, that hupdreds
of thousands who are at present totally
unfitted for the work they are dJdoing
could easily find out for what they are
best adapted, and that untold sums
might be saved in every industry in the
land—all by the utilization of certain
well-known principles of psychology, or
“‘psychotechnics’’—were among the most
salient assertions in an address delivered

iIn McCoy Hall yesterday afternoon by
the most eminent student of the work-

ings of the human brain in America—

Prof. Hugo
University.

That the famous scientist is well
known and appreciated in this city was
evidenced by the fact that many were
unable to obtfain seats in the large hall
in which he spoke, although extra chairs
had been added for the occasion. '['hat
what he said was intensely interesting
to his audience was evidenced by the
rather unusual fact that, although Dr.

Munsterberg, of Harvard

Munsterberg spoke for a full hour in the

high-pitched, decidedly German-English
which all Harvard men know so well,
not once was there an outbrust of ap-
plause until the finish of the address.
when there was a hearty and spon-
taneous demonstration, indicative of how
closely his remarks had been followed.

How It Would Save Life.

Just as surély as the principles of
wireless telegraphy should be rendered
of use to the world outside the labora-
tory, 8o should what one learns of the
mind behind closed doors be made use of
in every phase of life; the speaker de-
clared, and he described a number of
remarkable experiments which have been
performed at Harvard with motormen,

telephone operators and other members

of the great industrial world, where ti.e
lack of _certain mental characteristics
means Tfailure, and frequently the loss
of life. This practical psychology fthe
speaker terms ‘‘psychotechnics,”” and he
declared that one of its great problems
is how to find the right man for certain
positions. ‘I received only yesterday.”’
he said, ‘“‘a letter from a prominent rail-
road president in this country, who told
me that of the 100,000 persons Iinjured
and the 10.000 killed every year by rail-
roads in America, two-thirds could .be
prevented if it were only possible
choose the right workers,”” and Dr.
Munsterberg proceeded to show how
such a consummation is possible.

“In order to find out the quality of the

attention possessed by a large number
of telephone girls in Boston,” the speaker
said, ‘“we performed a series of 30 ex-
periments on them. For example, in one
test we gave each of them a morning
paper and instructed them to cross out
as rapidly as possible all the letter A’s.
Some were very slow, some were more
rapid, but they skipped letters, and some
were both rapid and accurate. The Te-
sults of this experiment and all the others
were carefully recorded and the average
of each girl taken, and it was discovered
that we in our laboratory could without
difficulty select those qualified for tele-
phone work and those who would not
prove satisfactory. In this one case a

large sum of money was saved by the

companles: who were training the girls,
and much time which otherwise might
have been wasted was saved by those
who plainly were better suited to some
other form of employment.”

Finding S8afe Motormen.

In the endeavor to determine what men
would make safe motormen, a tiny track
was fitted up in the laboratory in - -Cam-
bridge and outside conditions realized as
nearly as possible. Small squares, vari-
ously colored, represented automobiles,
cabs, pedestrians, etc., and by the manip-
‘ulation of a c¢rank miniature collisions
and accidents might take place unless
checked by the prospective motorman’s
guick action.

able to loecate the men who were con-

stantly having accidents.

In closing Dr. Munsterberg declared

that the full benefit of the application of
“psychotechnics” cannot possibly be
realized by the nation at large until the
federal government takes an interest In
the matter and establishes a great bureau
in Washington, where thousands of re-
search mren may work along every con-
ceivable line and share the result of
what they learn with the commercial and
industrial concerns of the land. In con-
hection with the subject of rendering
practical the new science, the speaker
took a fling at Pragmatism, the hobby
of the late Willlam James, one of his co-
workers, when he vigorously declared.:
“1 have no faith in Pragmatic philosophy,
which ig apparently devoted to purely
theoretical truths which are of no value

to mankind.”
