In this connection it is significant that
when President Wilson’'s brother, Jo-
seph P. Wilson, of Tennessee, was voted
for in the Demoecratic caucus today for
the position of secretary of the BSenate,
he received only four votes out of a total
of 46 votes cast. Mr. Wilson, who is a
Tennessee editor, was f{rotted out as a
candidate by Senator Luke L.ea, of .Ten-
nessee, and by Senator William Hughes,
of New Jersey. Senators say that they
understood that President Wilson, while
not interfering with the action of the
caucus, was not favorable to the selection
of his brother. With the announcement
that the President would not appoint
any of his relatives, and two of them
losing out in one wy, this cannot Dbe
said to have been an auspicious day for
relatives of the President. One prominent
lepublican senator from the Middle
West, when told of the rule laid down
by the President, exclaimed:

HARD ON THE FAMILY,

‘It may be hard on the Wilson family,
but it's a mighty good rule.”

The President divided bis time today be-
tween discussion of prospective appoint-
ments with members of his cabinet and
legislative policles with members of Con-
gress. He cleared his desk for the day at
4 P. M., and took a long automobile ride
with Mrs. Wilson, coming back to the
White House at dinnertime, his face aglow
with the flush of wintry air. Tonight the
President sought recreation at the thea-
ter, where he occupied a box.

Four days’' work in the White House
have moved by as smoothly as if its occu-
pant had been there for years. Though
the President has had a long list of en-
gagements every day, the work has been
far from exhausting. The press of detail,
which held Mr. Wilson in its grip while
he was governor of New Jersey and pre-
paring at the same time for the presi-
dency, is now relleved by an office of well-
trained assistants and the transfer to his
cabinet members of the chief burdens of

the sifting process with respect to ap-

pointments.

A GOOD LISTENER,

The President listens patiently to his
visitors, dispatches his business quickly,
takes a spin In the outdoor air, signs his
day’s mail and settles himself to an
evening in the White House or at the
theater with a satisfaction that he is
making Speedy progress into his new
tasks. The double stream of state affairs
and national influences with which he was
flooded at Trenton has given way to a
quiet, easy-running system here. He has
been able to take hold of his new respon-
sibilities with an equanimity and ease
which he has not enjoyed for several
months.

Into his spaclous office have come nu-
merous callers. Those who have called
on him, both here and at Trenton, say
he is as noncommittal as ever gabout
promising appointments to those who
come to make recommendations, and as
quick and to the point as he always has
been in discussing general policies. In
the office adjacent sits Secretary Joseph
P. Tumulty, already a favorite with the
squad of newspaper correspondents, to
whom he has promised to be accessible at
all hours of the day or night. Mr.
Tumulty met half a hundred correspond-
ents today and outlined that the policy
of the administration would be one of
utter frankness and candor. TUpon Mr
Tumulty has fallen the burden of meet-
ing most of the President’s callers.

'NORTH ATLANTIC

AN AMERICAN SCOUT CRUISER
AND A SCOTTISH SHIP.

WILL WATCH FOR ICEBERGS

Whaling Ship Scotia Sails From
Dundee WIith Scientists, Who, by
Means of Powerful Wireless Af'
paratus, Will Notify All Trans-
atlantic Liners of Icefloes—The
U. S. Scout WIill Sail the Latter
Part of This Month.

Dundee, Scotland, March 8.—A watch-
ful sentry will henceforth be on duty in
the Atlantic Ocean to warn vessels of
the approach of ice and to assist in
averting disasters such as that of the
Titanic.

The whaling ship Scotia left this
port today having on board a number of
scientists who, by means of a powerful
wireless apparatus, will notify all ships
crossing in either direction of #he pres-
ence and progress of floes and icebergs.

The Scotia was formerly employed in
the Scottish Antarctic expedition. It has
been sent out by the British Board of
Trade in accordance with an arrange-
ment with the North Atlantic steamship
lines. She will report frequently to wire-
less stations in Newfoundland and ILab-

rador.

Philadelphia, March 8. — The scout
cruiser Birmingham is being prepared at
the Philadelphia Navy Yard for six weeks
patrel duty in the icefields of the North
Atlantic Ocean, and will leave about
March 25. The cruiser is being coaled
and provisioned for two months.

The Birmingham was chosen this year
for this duty because of the long-distance
wireless tests that are being made by
the ship which pa-
troled the icefields last year after the Ti-
tanic went down.

RIOTERS ON TRIAL

Forty-nine Before West Virginia
Military Commission.

Special Dispatch to The American, °

Charleston, W. Va., March 8.—The sen-
sational feature of the second day’s testi-
mony of the martial law military commis-
gion sitting at Pratt, where 49 persons
are being tried jointly for conspiracy and
murder, for attempting to destroy proper-
tyv and for numerous other offenses, came
late this afternoon, when Frank C. Smith,
of the W. J. Burns Detective Agency,
testified that he had spent five months in
the mining' region and in Charleston and
had associated with the miners in thelr
camps and at their meetings.

When called to the stand Smith was
told by the judge advocate, Col. George
S. Wallace, to confine his testimony to
the persons present and to the general
charge against the accused. ©This action
was taken so that the evidence to be pre-
sented against some others not now on
trial, which is understood to be far more
gensational than anything yet presented,
would not be disclosed in the present trial,
It is also understood that some of those
now on trial will have to face other
gerious charges.

Asks Clemency for Woman.

Special Dispatch to The American,

Chicago, March 8.—Charles Cramer,
alias Conway, the crippleqd circus clown
and high diver, and his wife, Mrs, Lillian
Beatrice Ryall-Conway-Cramer, were
found guilty of the murder of Sophia
Singer, a Baltimore woman, by a jury
in Judge Kersten's court today. The pun-
ishment was fixed at life imprisonment
and that of the wife at 14 years in the
penitentiary. The jury recommended
that clemency be shown the woman. The
verdict was reached after a deliberation
of 17 hours. On the motion of Attorneys
George Remus and Samuel BE. Foos, the
jury was polled, in order to determine

whether the Jurorg were of the same
frame of mind as when they signed the
verdict. The verdict had little effect on
the murderers. Cramer turned white,
but a few murmurs of encouragement
from his wife calmed him, and he rolled
a cigarette while the jury was being
polled by the clerk., Mrs. Cramer seemed
unmoved.

Cramer forgot that he ever had been a
clown; forgot that he was playing a part
of injured innocence before a jury, and
that he was pleading love for his wife
as the reason he had made his confes-
sion, He fell back in his chair and mut-
tered curses agalnst the jury, the prose-
cutor and the wife who had perjured her-
self and earned a penitentiary term in
an effort to save him. :

“The verdict suits me all right,” Wil-
liam R. Warthen, sweetheart of the mur-

{ dered woman, said. “But it doesn’t bring

back my poor Sophia.’”’’

A motion for a new trial was entered
and the defendants were then taken back
to their cells in the county jail.

The husband and wife were found
guilty on the first ballot, and three other
ballots on Cramer and six on his wife
were taken to fix punishment. Five of
the jurors were for sending Cramer to the
gallows, but after long argument com-
promised on life imprisonment. These
same jurors voted to give Mrs. Cramer
a heavier gentence than the one she re-
ceived in the verdict, but on the plea of
their fellow-jurors, to the effect that she
apparently was attempting to save her
husband from the gallows, they agreed
and recommended clemency. One of the
jurors declared after court had adjourned
that had the convicted woman taken the
witness-stand ggainst her husband and
told the truth, she would have been lib-
erated. It was later learned that the
jurors who convicted the couple will
write to the Board of Pardons and ask
that Mrs. Cramer be liberated from prison
after serving 11 months. Before they
left the Criminal Court Building they
agreed upon this action.

As she was being led back to her cell
Mrs. Cramer admitted that she had per-
jured hersgelf trying to save her husband
from the gallows.

“I love him and wanted to save him,”’
she said after the verdict. “I figured
that if I took the witness stand and told
the truth that I might save myself, but
if I had done that my conscience would
have bothered me for the rest of my life.
If I had done that my husband probably
would have gone to the gallows. 1 could
not do it—not even to save myself. 'I
am sorry for myself-——I am sorry for my
husband.”’
