Isles a week of comparative calm, they
have kept the police and other officials
on the tiptoe of anxlous anticipation,
and it is feared that the c¢alm may be
merely the predecegsor of another stormy
ontburst,

The publi¢ recreation ground at Not-
tingham forest was despoiled by women
this morning, manvy of the young trees
being ruined, while lamps, benches and

rallings were smashed. On Friday night |

a number of telegraph apd telephone
lines in the neighborhood of QGlasgow
were cut and cards bearing the familiar
“Votes for Women” were left tacked
on the poles,

At an “antisweating” meeting in ILon-
don ¥riday night there was a scene of
disturbance. Will Crooks, the labor
member of Parliament, was the principsl
object of the suffragette Interruptions.
The labor members are among the chief
supporters of the ‘“‘cause,” but the mili-
tants accuse them of chicken-heartednesg

and propose to prod thém by heckling
and other means until they adopt mili-

tant methods in the House of Commons.

As a Result of the Investigation
Now Under Way, Two of the Big-
gest Merchants in Chicago, Em-
ploying Thousands of Women In
Their Department Stores, Have
Taken Steps to Learn How They
May Assist Employes.

Chicage, March 8.—Members of the
State Senate Vice Commission, as a re-

| sult of the last two sessions here, are be-

ginning to regard themselves as success-
ful missionaries rather than as inquisi-
torg and framers of laws. |

Since employers of female labor have
been ameong the -witnesses, as was the
case yesterday and today, the commis-
sioners have overlooked no opportulnity
to assure the witnesses that the com-
mission standing alone was helpless to
improve conditions of immorality among
working women. The attemipt was made
to instil some enthusiasm on the subject
into the big employers, to convinece them
that their responsibility for the welfare
of employes is an active rather than a
passive one. It goes further, it was as-

serted, than merely paying fair wages, |

i
l

paying sick benefits and mere philan-

thropy. As a result two of the biggest
merchants in the city, employing thou-
sands of women in their department
stores, entered into the spirit of the
movement today and took steps to learn
augment the temptations surrounding
working girls.

Edward Hillman and E. F. Mandel
took the lead in promising to make cer-
tain that no employe of thelr stores can
ever justly claim that they took the
downward pathh because they were Dot
paid a Iliving wage. Individual cases will
be studied and compensation paid in ac-
cordance with individual needs.

Mr. Hillmawy was the first witness of
the day and testified in a bluff and
hearty manner. His sdaleswoinen, he said,
receive an average of $8.17 a week, al-
though there are some errand girls who
receive as low as $3. .

When asked as to the moral standards
of the girls in his store, Hillman said
they ‘‘sized up pretty good,” but invited
the commissioners to ‘size ’emi up’” for
themselves.

which Pope Pius is suffering is insig-
nificant, The Osservatore Romano, the
publishes the following
official announcement :

“The Heoly Father being indisposed
from a slight attack of grip and catarrh,
the usual audiences have been guspended.
The Pope has been somewhat depressed
since the death of his sister,
month ago,
mind from his sorrow by extraordinary
activity. A few days since he began to
show the effects of overexertion, but
continued to give audiences. He even de-
livered a short address to a group of
pilgrims yesterday, although suffering
from hoarseness. As this condifion had
become more pronounced today, Dr.
Marchiaffava, the Pope’s physician, or-
dered an immediate suspension of all
audiences. The examining physician also
detected symptoms of mild bronchitis,
although there was no rise of tempera-
ture. 3

FEAR ANOTHER CONSPIRACY

DECLARED THE FUGITIVESANX-
IOUS FOR REVENGE.

‘Huerta Will Try to Show That the

Mexico City, March 8.—The arrival of '
Alfonso Madero at Washington, where 1t
is said the details of the former Madero
conspiracy were developed, has been '
called to the attention of the IMexican
Cabinet. It is said that the Washington
government will be asked to exercise’
extraordinary precautions ¥n order to pre-
vent professional revolution makers in,
the United States from participating in
the plans of the fugitives, who are de-

clared to be anxzious for revenge. :

It was announced today that Provistonal
President Huerta is cousidering the ad-
visability of making public the officlal
correspondence of the closing days of the
Madero administration with the object of
showing that the late president made
strenuous efforts to incite anti-American
sentiment throughout the republic. |

Among the alleged orders given by Ma-
dero during the last week of his rule is
one which directs the officers of the
Mexican gunboats lying in the port of
Vera Cruz ‘‘to fire immediately upon the
American marines if an attempt is made
to land forces’ from the United States
war vessels, ‘“paying no regard to the
axpressed purpose of the American naval
commanders merely to protect for-

eigners.”
MEANT NAVAL SUICIDE.

The execution of such an order would
have meant the suicide of the Mexiecan
naval forces,’as a single shell from the
battleship Georgia, then lying only 300
yards distant, would have been sufficient
to destroy the Mexican gunboats.

It is also asserted that the official files
show that a few days before his capture
Francisco Madero in desperation tele-
ocraphed to the state governors through-
out the republie, stating that American
marines had landed at Vera Cruz and
that this foreign invasion demanded the
loyalty of all Mexican citizens.

The government may also publish the
orders given by Francisco Madero to Gen-
eral Huerta, then commander of the fed-
eral forces. These orders are said to in-
clude instructions to dynamite all the
public and private buildings between the

THE AMNESTY BILL.

There was a heated debate in the Cham-
ber of Deputies lasting until a late hour
last night on the question of the ammesty
bill introduced by Provisional President
Huerta. The bill passed through its pre-
liminary stage and will be taken up for
further discussion shortly. .

The leaders of the opposition criticised
the government Xkeenly for desiring to
offer an amnesty to rebels who had been
guilty of incendiarism and other formg of
brigandage, but Querido Moheno, _the lead-
er of the government party, declared that
the administration must pardon all and
be liberal in its new efforts at recomnstruc-
tion. He concluded: “We are today
playing perhaps our last card for the na-
tion’s future.” |

Deputy Fabela, the leader of the fac-
tion which favored the late President Ma-
dero, declared that the amnesty should
be granted to political offenders only, and
not to robbers and bandits. Senator Fa-
bela asked why the government had failed
to prosecute Manuel Bonilla, the former
minister of Fomento, and yet was deal-
ing severely with other political offenders.

Deputy Roque Gonzales Garcia praised
the late President Madero, and declared
that the ideals and promises of the revo-
lution of 1910 must be fulfilled before
peace could be restored to Mexico. He
added : . |

“There are 40,000 victims of the reévo-
Jution of 1910 crying for justice, and the
present government must fulfill the prom-
ises for which that fight for liberty was

made.”’

JOHN D. BLAMES SENATORS

feller issued a statement today, through
his counsel, commenting on the fallure of
