SAYS HE HAS BEEN BAD
SPIRATION FOR OTHERS.

FLIGHTS HERE RECALLED

Daredevil of ' American Aviators
Has Decided to Give Up the
Dangerous Calling—Says He Has
Been Responsible for the Deaths
of Some of Those Who Tried
to Emulate His Foolishly Dar-

ing Exploits.

No more will Lincoln Beachey—that
daredevil of American aviators—soar
among the clouds. The man who has
thrilled thousands of Baltimoreans and
others in all parts of this and other coun-
tries yesterday in Chicago announced that
he was ‘done flying.” Not that he is
afraid, but it is "his-opini&iﬁ fhat he has

been an Iincentive for many young menj
]to take up aviating, some of whom have

lost their lives. *In his 'statement an-
nouncing his determination to retire Mr.
Beachey says:

I have defied death at every oppor-
tunity in the last two yvears. I have been
a bad influence, and the death of a num-
ber of young aviators in this country
can be traced, I believe, to a desire to
emulate me in my foolishly daring ex
ploits of the air.

And thus ‘the fraternity of aviators
loses one of its greatest members and
the lovers of life-risking exploits will be
disappolnted to learn that they will no
longer see Beachey flying above their
heads. Mr. Beachey is as well known in
Baltimore as in any other city of the
country. He has been here several times.

Before the near perfection of the aero-
plane, when he was but a boy, Beachey
was an aeronaut. In other words, he
first took to the alrship. While manipu-
lating this form of air craft he came to
Baltimore. This was in 1908 and in July
of that year he startled the city by ris-
ing to the clouds at Electric Park and
then steering his airship toward the cen-
ter of the city. He circled the City Hall,
flew over The American Bullding and
then returned to the park.

He covered the distance of 15 miles
in 52 minutes. When Beachey started
an automobile also started in the direc-
tion of the City Hall in an effort to get
there and return to Electric Park bhefore
the airship.

Man Also Arrested.

Misg Annie Katz, who was not arrest-i

ed, charged that Sergeant Moore pushed
her and bruised her chest. She had a
doctor’s certificate. Other young women
corroborated the statement. One of them
sald that this is what started the
trouble, The Sergeant, however, denied
it. One of the officers said that the young
lady “bumped- herself into the crowd.”
On the part of the police it was saild
that this incident happened after Miss
Carey and the others had been arrested.
The women, however, had it that Miss
Katz’s Injury occurred before the other
incident, which resulted in Miss Carey
and the others being arrested.® When
Miss Katz was hurt, Max Lebowitz said
in effect that he protested that he was
the woman’s protecter. He said he was
then arrested. Sergeant Moore said: “It
was not until Lebowitz had said that
he had
me to arrest him that I accommodated
him.” The Fergeant said it was Lebo-
witz who made the noise and Lebowitz
said it was the Sergeant. :

So, when the news
was flashed to Baltimore Jate Thursday
that a division of the Greek Army had
captured the most jmportant Turkish
stronghold there was general rejoicing,
especially at Mr. Sakelos’ place of busi-
ness, for more than 15 of his employes
responded to the-call of their native coun-
try when -it became known that recruits
were badly needed.

Mr. Sakelos was greatly pleased when
he heard the news that Janina was again
in the hands of the Greeks, for many of
his friends swho returned to the father-
land were natives of the province of which
the city is capital. So far ag the inhabit-
ants go, it is part of Hellas, for two-thirds
of the people are Greek. Politically it be-
came part of Greece by the terms of the
ireaty of Berlin following the Russo-Turk-
ish War, but was later absorbed by
Turkey. Its pecople are especially bitter
against the Ottoman government because
of the cruelties perpetrated by the Turkish
officials. The Balkan War has been rather
q severe drain financially on the Greek
population of the country and especially
those of Baltimore.

UNITED SURETY CASE

Judge Heulsler WIill Render Degol-

sion Affecting Solvency.

Judge Heuisler in the Clrcuit Court
yesterday resarved his declsion on the
allegation made by the United States
government, through District Attorney
John Philip Hill, to the effect that the
recent decision of the Court of Appeals
in the United Surety case as to the $200,-
000 fund carried as an asset by the re-

Some time ago District Attorney Hill
filed a petition asking the court to re-
voke, the appointment of the United
Surety Company’s receivers and to ap-
point a receiver who might represent the
creditors of the company, of which the
government is one., Judge Heuisler at
that time ruled that the company was
solvent. . Since that time, according to
the government's contention, came the
ruding of the Court of Appeals on the
$200,000 fund in the hands of the state
treasurer, which had been carried as an
asset. According to the government, the
Court of Appeals ruled that the recely-
ers of the United Surety Company are
not entitled to the funt.
