The second National Roads Convention
at Washington, which came to a close
Friday, means a great deal to Mary-
iand. This state has been officially placed
in the route of the proposed national
highway that will come down from Phila
delphia, through Baltimore to Washing
ton.

A delegation of about 25 were present
to represent Maryland. Among them
were Chairman Weller and Major Shirley,
of the Good Roads Commission, and Sec-
retary H. M. Luzius, of the Automobile
Club of Maryland. Dr. H. M. Rowe, pres-
ident of the club, was unable to attend,

Exports of Automobiles From
France - Lead Other
- Foreign Cars.

e

Exports of automobiles from France
continue to lead those of all other na-
tions. During the year 1912, for which
statistics have been published by the De-
partment of Commerce, $42,400,000 worth
of cars were exported from France, while

Fthe imports of cars amounted to about

2,000 complete machines, valued at about
$3,000,000, According to other figures con-
tained in the same statistics, about 17,000
cars were sold in France itself during the
past year, making the total number of

cars in use in that country at the end of

last yvear 89,185. Besides these there were
28,641 motoreycles and 2,990,000 bicycles.
The pro rata distribution in France 18
equal to one motorcycle for every 1,382
inhabitants, one automobile for every 500
inhabitants and one bicycle for every 13
inhabitants. In Paris alone there are
21,5600 automobiles in use.

Brazil is to have improved highways.
The Empreza Autovairia Paulista has
been gradted permission by the govern-
ment to construct a road between $Sao
Paulo and Santos, Brazil. Reports state
that this company has floated a loan for
this purpose, netting $650,000.

Quebec-Miami International
Road to Pass Through
- Maryland.

The completion of the Quebec-Miami In-
ternational highway, from the Great
Lakes to the southern part of Florida, is
expected by the close of the summer of
Already that section of the road

der, to Washington is ready to travel save
for a few miles in Maryland, and this
bid of road will be completed during the
coming spring.

From Washington south there will be a
new road through Virginia and the high-
way will pass over historic ground, cross-
ing no less than 27 battlefields of the
Civil and Revolutionary Wars. The road
is being built by county bonds and by
popular subscriptions, the Chamber of
Commerce of Richmond bhaving raised
$75,000.

In a recent letter to Mr. Norman M.
Parrott, of Baltimore, the secretary of
the Quebec-Miami International Highway
Association, Mr. Preston Belvin, of Rich-
mond,writes :

‘“Here is some good news for you—$150,-
000 was voted last week in bonds for the
Riechmond-to-Washington highway from

| Spottsylvania Courthouse south to the

Hanover line, This is the last link in the
chain. The money is now all in sight
and we have been absolutely working in
the highway since {last summer between
Richmond and Washington and it will be
completed during the fall. It is only a
question of time to do the work. That
portion of the highway, 125 miles between
Richmond and North Carolina, will be
finished by June 1, and possibly earlier.

To Construct Highway

J. D. Christenson, of St. Louis, Mo,
is named as the principal stockholder
in the Texas Motorway Company, which
has been orzanized to construct an auto-
mobile highway between Dallas and Del
Rio, Tex., a distance of approximately
500 miles.
