WOMAN DIES IN FIRE

Philadelphia, March 9.—Elizabeth K.
Liyall, a stenographer, aged 30, lost her
life early this morning, when a fashion-
able boarding-house, at 1728 Tioga street,
was destroyed by fire.

President Adopts Rule Forbidding

Work on Sunday.

Washington, March 9.—It was a strict-
ly Wilsonian, near-Puritanical Sunday
at the White House today.

William Jennings Bryan, the new sec-
retary of state, today indicated his func-
tion in the Wilson cabinet and hinted at
some features which would lie “at the
basis of his foreign policy. *

These intimations were made in the
course of a speech delivered under the
auspices of the Washington Y. M. C. A.

before a men’s meeting at the National
Theater. The occasion was described by
Mr. Bryan 2s a semiofficial appearance
and his first of the kind in public.

Mr. Bryan called himself “a connecting
Hnk between the President and the out-
side world.” He quoted with approval a
remark of Premier Laurier to the effect
that a nobler ideal than the wunion of
Canada with the United States was the
ideal of two countries, divided only by
an imaginary Hne, living as friends with
no rivalry except in good will.' Ha mand
fested his support of a unity of action
and sentiment among all English-spezk-
ing peoples.

The Secretary of State declared that
as he knew of no foundation for a moral
code except religion, so also there was
no foundation upon which remaining in-
ternational peace can be built except the
spirit of brotherhood taught by Christ.

Mr. Bryan'’s remarks were  made in
introducing J. A. MacDonald, editor of
the Toronto Globe and a leading Liberal
of Canada, who was active in the at-
tempt two years ago to secure reciproc-
ity. Mr. MacDonald’s subject was an
evangelistic address upon A Man’s Sur-
prise at Himself. He prefaced his maln
topic, however, with a discussion of the
relation between Canada and the Unlted
States. When Mr. MacDonald referred
to an interview with ex-Secretary of
State Knox, in which the latter gave
his reasons for believing that it would
be better for the United States to have
Canada remsain in the British Emplire,
he received Mr.. Bryan’'s applause, as he
did at every reference to unity of action
between English-speaking nations. Mr.
Bryan spoke as follows:

“Hvery position that

| whether in private or in public life, has

its responsibilities and its pleasures.

“I] am & connecting link between the
President and the outside world, and as
such T suppose it is not unfitting tbat
I should appear upon such an occasion
as thigs. This might be called a semi-
official appearance and my first in pub-
lic.

First, as has been stated, this 1is an
international assoclation. Its center 1is
here, but its extremities are to be found
in the remote corners of the world, It
has been my privilege, as well as my
pleasure, to speak under the guspices Of
the Young Men’'s Christian Association
in almost every c¢lime.

“We are soon to celebrate a century of
peace, and I am sure that our good friend
will enter most heartily .into that celebra-
tion, and I can pledge him the earnest
co-operation of the United States in em-
phasizing this delightful occasion when it
comes.
