T T T I e PR e R IR A R T N A s S5
Both the captain and the mate lashed Mmoo sleee o ST T B T LedeT T Sl |
themselves to the. top of the mast as| B ey BT T i 4 SRR s SRR o e SR RV L g OB e R PR
the schooner sank. Holden died some
time Monday. 'The captain became un-
conscious shortly after the negro’s
death, and he wasg picked up just in
time to save his life.

When the schooner struck the sub-
merged barge, about 3 o’clock last Sun-
day afternoon, she rapidly filled with
water and funk within an hour, Captain
Merritt and Holden clambered wup the
rigging and tied themselves to the top
of the mast, shouting for assistance
meanwhile, There were no other vessels
in sight.

The news of the sinking of the ship
drifted toward the Cobbs Island Life-’
saving Station late in the afternoon,
and the members of the station set out.|
They could find nothing, however. Mon- |
day morning they again went out, and
again were unsuccessful. Two of the|
members of the crew sighted the mast
to which Captain Merritt and Holden
were tied. however, and asked permission
to go toward it. The object sighted by !
the men was so far away, however, that
it could not be plainly . distinguished.
The captain of the crew said that he
believed it to be only a piece of wreck-
age, and .ordered the men back.

Tuesday was drill day, and the men
could go where they pleased. Then two
members of the crew who had seen the
object the previous day and were not
satisfied with their captain’s explanation
went out to investigate. The result was
the rescue of Captain Merritt and the
recovery of Holden’s body. |
- The life-savers took Captain Merritt to
Chincoteague Island, Va., immediately,
and there he was placed under the care
of a physician. He 1is reported to be
rapidly recovering.

Captain Merritt’s home is in Stockton,

Md., and he will probably be taken there
tomorrow. :
