Sulzer announced today that the Dill to
double the state tax on transfers of stock
is to be withdrawn.

It was hittéerly opposed
by Wall Street. The present tax is $2 on
each 100 shares of stock transferred.

Governor Sulzer issued a statement out-
lining his attitude in regard to the pro-
posed tax, ‘““After careful consideration,’
he said, ‘I have decided that the bill goes
too far, placing too great a burden of tax- :
ation on a single industry. The committee
has concluded that its enactment may do
more harm than good, and we prefer not
to risk any injury to the legitimate busi-
ness of our state or divert its business to
other states. We need more revenue, but
we will get it without menacing any busi-
ness.”

Considerable Relief Felt Over Gov-
ernor Sulzer’s Action.

New York, March 10.
The announcement that Governor Sulzer
would allow the bill to increase the stock
transfer tax from two cents to four cents
on $100 par value to die in committee
was recelved with considerable relief by
the members of the stock exchange this
afternoon. There was some demonstration
of joy, not nearly as much as might have
been expected, but the general feeling of
satisfaction was very marked. The floor
traders, who would have been hit hardest
had the bill become law, were loud in

their praises of the Governor’'s action.
James B. Mabon, president of the ex-
change, said that hp was more than gra-
tified. “I have felt sure,” said the presi-
dent, ‘‘that when the true condition was
presented to the Governor he would see
the inadvisability of the increased tax. In
common with all other members of the
€exchange, we are all very much pleased
with the action. Governor Sulzer is too
big a man to allow any law which would
threaten the supremacy of the eity or
state to become operative.”
