Naval Practice for Students.

“The Navy Department at Washington
is taking an interest in the naval re-
serves in the different states throughout

the country,” said H. B. Endings, of Chi- |

cago, at the Hotel Belvedere yesterday
afternoon. “The Navy Department has
written letters to a number of prominent
uniyersities throughout the country, ask-
ing them to co-operate with the depart-
ment in preparing a plan for the instruec-
tion of the university engineering stu-
dents on board the warships during the
summer months. It is a move towards
the increased naval reserve. ™The plan is
to increase the number of persons who
- .ve had training and experience in the
naval service and in this manner enlarge
and improve'the reserve forces available
for the Navy in case of an emergency.

““T'o this end the Navy Department
plans to arrange with the administrative
authorities of technical educational insti-
tutions for a limited number of students
to receive instruction and training on war
vessels during the summer. These stu-
dents must be at least 18 years of age
and have completed two vears of their uni-
versity work. They will not be enlisted
men, but each one will have to bind him-
self to observe the navy regulations and
obey the orders of his superior officers.

“Training will be given in steam and
electrical engineering, gunnery and navi-
gation. The training is to be practical,
embracing every opportunity for actual
experience, with the aim to ground each
student well in one line of work rather
than to give a smattering of several, so
that subsequent training in a specialty
may be readily developed.”

Councilman Cummings.

Fifty Years of Freedom and the Blessings
It Has Brought. The speaker was intro-

duced by Thomas H. Franklin, the presi-
dent and organizer of the brotherhood.
Rev. S. H. Norwood is the pastor. Coun-
cilman Cummings said, in part:

When on January 1, 1863, our late la-
mented Abraham ‘Lincoln signed the
Proclamation of Emancipation, he planted
a seed whose growth of 50 years has
wrought wonders in this great country of
ours. Not only did this proclamation
have the effect of giving freedom to more
than 4,000,000 of human beings, who had
for more than two centuries been held
under a most cruel and inhuman system
of slavery, but it had the effect of re-
moving from the record of our country
the darkest blot that has beclouded its
fair name. It brought the sunlight of
freedom to the slave; it lifted a Leavy
burden from the conscience of the master,
and it started qur republic on the road
of. progress under a system of free labor
by which the laborer was fairly compen-
sated for the labor he performed, and
under this system our country, with its
resources, has grown and developed to its
present remarkable degree. .

So that in looking backward a half cen-
tury and neting the rich harvest which
has developed from this seed, we can but
feel that rejoicing and thanksgiving upon
the fiftieth anniversary of this proclama-
tion should not only come from the sur-
vivors and descendants of the 4,000,000
negroes who were emancipated, but from
every true American citizen, who should

Have
they ever made an effort to ascertain just
why tropical governments have been for
centuries in an almost uninterrupted tur-
moil?

Let wus find out
just what that good is and -how to en-
courage and develop it, how to appeal
successfully to the Central American, We
all know that he has a high sense of

Funeral of St. Michael’s Assistant

Pastor Thursday.

Rev. Joseph Weber, assistant pastor of
Qt. Michael’s Catholic Church, Lombard

rived in Baltimore. A  short while later
he entered the Redemptorist Seminary, at
Illchester, Md., where he completed his
theological training. On August 2, 1877,
he was professed a member of the Re-
demptorist Order, and four years later
wag ordained  a priest by Cardinal
Gibbons.

The young - priest then went to New.
York, ‘where he served for a time as as-
sistant pastor of Holy Redeemer: Church.
He was then transferred back to this
city and served for a number of years at
St. James’ Catholic Church. About six
years ago he was sent to St. Michael’s,
where he remained wuntil his death.
