. London, March 11.—The five suf-
fragettes who yesterday attempted 10
reach the King with petitions while he
wag on his way to parliament, were to-
day sent to prison for periods ranging
. from 21 days * 'a month. The flve young
women gave  ir names as Lilllan Wil-
cox, Dorothy Smith, Kathleen Paget,

Gertrude Vaughan and Grace Stuart.
The Bow street magistrate, before

whom they were arraigned, gave them an
opportunity of escaping prison seniences
by flling sureties for their future good
behavior. The young women indignantly
rejected this alternatlve.

They were formally charged with ob-
structing the police. The evidence showed
that the police had recelved specific or-
ders to prevent anyone from throwing
a letter or a petition to the King while
he was on the way to parliament.

The accused argued that their action
was perfectly legal and was based on
the right of every British subject to pre-
sent a petition to the King.

The magistrate explained that the
right to present a petition to his majes-
ty must be exercised through the min-
ister.

Two other suffragettes were sent to
prison for a month for breaking wln-
dows at the Home Office thigs morning.
The women stated that they had adop-
ted this method of protesting against
the illegal arrest of the wlould-be peti-
tioners yesterday.

The bellef that suffragettes were . re-
sponsible for the burning of the rail-
road station at Croxley Green yesterday
was confirmed today through the receipt
by the station master of a suffragette
newspaper bearing the words ‘‘afraid
copy left was burned.”

A. practical joker brought the suf-

fragettes again into the limelight today )

at the expense of a number of trades-
‘men. The headquarters of the militants
on Kingsway was the scene for the jok-
er's actlvity. Throughout the morning
truck after truck drove up to the wom-
en’'s offices, bringing all manner of mer-
chandise, ranging from a piano to a
load of coal. |

The truck drivers all had orders writ-
‘ten on the printed formg of the Wom-
-an's Social and Political Union and they
refused to leave until the police
threatened to arrest them and send thelr
carts and wagons to the pound.

CUBAN AMNESTY BILL

President Gomez Returns It to Con-

gress for Changes.
Special Dispatch to The American,
Havana, March 11.—The amnesty bill
was not vesoed by President Gomez as

reported last night, but it was returned
to the Cuban Congress today without
the Chief Executive's signature. The
message accampanying it recommended
several changes in the document which,
it is thought, will remove the features
that Secretary of State Bryan found ob-
jectionable to the United States.

Among other things President , Gomez
suggested that the measgure make clearer
the proviglons extending amnesty to pris-
oners who had injured American inter-
ests. These should specify, he gaid, that
a full restitution should be made before
any benefit should be derived under the
bill.

Without going into detalls, he attrib-
uted this failure to what President Wil-

son had in his book, The Freedom, termed

the “Credit Trust,” and which included
the great corporations that now controlled
the votes and whose profits would have
been materially decreased had the under-
taking proven successful. He sald he
could hardly blame these for doing every-
thing in their power to prevent a decrease
of $50,000 per week In the income of the
stockholders, and he himself would prob-
ably have tried to safeguard their inter-
ests had he occupied the position of these
men, but he did not think he would have
employed detectives to watch his every
movement when he sought to obtain finan-
clal assistance for the enterprise.

Mr. Baker sald he did not regret what
money and time he had expended, but lhe
deplored the fallure of the financing of
the project by Amerleans. Since then the
Hamburg-American Packet Company has
proposed to the government the organiza-
tion of a company, and the only condition
asked is that the company be protected
in its operations by being placed under
the control of a department which would
help guard against the infringement of
the antitrust law. It was while tliis
proposition was under consideration that
there occurred the change in the admin-
istration.

Governmental Regulations.

Mr. Baker directed attention to the Act
of Congress soon to become operative
which prohibits any steamsghip c¢ompany
controlled by a competing line on land to
pass through the canal. He also said
that to make more effective administra-
tive control & bill 1s now being considered
which places all steamship lines under the
control of and subject to the regulations
imposed by the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission.

. After Mr. Baker had concluded his talk,
several of the members asked questions
pertinent to the subject, which Mr. Baker
promptly angwered. A vote of thanks was
tendered the speaker when he concluded.

Officlal to Look Into Strike.

Frank A. White, chief of the Maryland
Bureau of Labor and Statistics, will make
a thorough study of the Greif Bros. strike,
He will summon within the next few
weeks members of the firm and delegates
of the strikers to discuss the matter.

MR. KOCH LECTURES

Gives Interesting Account of the

Battle of North Point.
Charles J. Koch, assistant superintend-
ent of the Baltimore public schools, gave
an interesting illustrated lecture last

revening at Public School No. 53, Twen-

ty-sixth and St. Paul streets,- on the
Battle of North Point. Mr. Koch, after
telling of the defeat of Napoleon at
I.eipsig and his subsequent surrender and
bPanishment to Elba, all of which took
place: about 1814, declared that this fact
enabled ‘England to send allied forces of
seasoned men to America. He gaid Wel-
lington was the man chosen by the Brit-
ish government to command the forces
in America, but for some unknown rea-
son Sir Robert Ross was sent in his
stead.

Ross left France
met Sir Alexander Cochrane,
British commander, with a large force
of men in Jamaica, and after combining
forces they sailed for the Chesapeake
Bay. They enteréd the Bay in August,
1814, and were joined by the fleet of
Admiral Cockburne. General Smith, com-
mander of the American forces at Bal-
timore, sent General Stricker to North
Point to engage the British, who were
davancing, and Smith encamped on Bear
Creek, sleeping in the Methodist chureh,
which is8 still standing. General ROsS,
of the British forces, was killed Septem-
ber 12 while reconnoitering, and as
(Colonel Thornton, one of the best soldiers
of the British Army, and Major Browne
were wounded in the attack upon Wasgh-
ington, the comgnand of the .British
Army fell to Ceolonel Brooks, who was
rather too cautious for the position. This
wag one of the incidents which was real-
ly the cause of the American victory at
North Point.

The Battle of North Point began Sep-
tember 12, about 1:30 o'clock in the aft-
ernoon. After a steady fire of two
hours the American forces retreated and
Colonel Brooke occupied their ‘position
on Bear Creek. After another day, in
which the British fleet bombarded Fort
McHenry unsuccessfully  and after the
British had failed to drive the American
soldiers from Hampstead Hill (Patterson
Park), the flower of the British Army,
whic had conquered Napoleon, with-
drew to the mouth of the Patuxent
River, where they had landed just one
month before. | |

The oil lamps before the sanc-
tuarie§ are extinguished and kept so
until Saturday morning. At 3 o’'clock in
the afternoon the cerémony of the Sta-
tions of the Cross, by which is shown
Christ’'s journey from the court to Cal-
vary, is held and the Tenebrae is sung.

On Saturday a fire obtained by strik-
ing flint and steel is used to relight the
lamps before' the altars, and the Pascal
Candle is blesgsed. The bells are silenced
Good Friday and
Holy Saturday, and until the dawn of
Easter Sunday, when the church cele-
brates the joyful Feast of the Resurrec-
tion. The altars are adorned with flowers
and plants, the priests wear vestments
befitting the day, and special musical
programs are rendered. Throughout
Christendom KEaster Sunday 1s considered
the most joyful day of the year, even
surpassing Christmas Day, for the latter
simply marks the beginning of a life of
humility and suffering for the benefit of
mankind.
