GENERAL HOSPITAL.

Mrs. Tyson and
Allan Tyson, his son, have taken rooms

at the hospital and are constantly at his
bedside.

Mr. Tyson has been in poor health for

the last year guffering from rheumatic
trouble. In 1911 he was confined to the
Franklin Square Hospital, where he was
treated for a number of weeks tor the
disease, About two weeks ago he was
taken suddenly i1ll apparently with his
old enemy, rheumatism, while on a visit
to Baltimore. He went to the Altamont
Hotel, on Hutaw Place, and after regis-
tering asked that a physician be sum-
moned.

Upon examination it was first thought
he had again been stricken with rheu-
matism, and he was treated accordingly.
