Washington, March 12. — Government
tests of Dr. F. F. Friedmann’s tubercu-
losis vaccine may be delayed indefinite-
ly by the refusal of the Berlin physician
to impart to the Public Health Service
the method of making vacelne from his
cultures or the size of the dose. It de-
veloped tonight that Dr. Friedmann has
notified Surgeon General Blue that he

"will not divulge his secret until govern-

ment physiciang have recognized im-
provement in patients treated by him.

Surgeon General Blue announced today
that his official mail had been increased
fourfold with Jetters from all parts of
the country from tuberculosis sufferers
begging for an opportunity to offer them-
selves as subjects for test. He reiter-
ated today that under no circumstances
would the public health service admin-
ister the vaccine to human beings, at
this time, if at all.

EXPLAINS TO CANADIANS

Friedmann Tells

How He Came fto

Discover His Serum.
Ottawa, Ontario, March 12. — Dr.
Friedrich F. Friedmann, of Berlin, dis-

cussed today before the Canadian Asso-
ciation for the Prevention of Tuber-
culosis his treatment for tuberculosis,
the manner of his discovery and provi-
sions be took to imsure its harmless-
ress. He said he had spent 23 years in
research work to find a tuberculine that
was not toxiec and virulent, and having
found it tried it first of all on himself.

He discarded human tuberele bacilli, he
said, after many experiments, becguse
he feared the results were too danger-
ous. The end of his research came, he
asserted, when he found g bacillus which
originated in a cold-blooded animal—the
turtle—which Dbacillus became a virulent
and atoxic after frequent transplantation.

“When that condition wag reached,”’
he said, “I injected it into myself, then
into patients infected with tuberculosis,
then into healthy children in tubercular
surroundings. I have found the remedy
mvariably harmless.”

Discussing tests of his vaccine gs a
preventive of tuberculosis, Dr. Friedmann,
in his address to the convention ex-
pressed the hope that this would be

~ found to be the great use of his discov-

ery in the future.

“I have found this remedyv harmless
when I used it for patients ranging from
earliest ehildhood to the most advanced
age in 4ll forms of application—subcu-
taneously, intramuscal and intraveneous—
even in big doses,” said Dr. Iriedmann,
“and equally efficient in all forms of
tuberculosis, pulmonary bone, joint,
glandular and skin, Aside from abso-
lutely hopeless cases, whose fates were
already sealed, the remedy has proven its

~ “To obtain the ideal, to eradicate tuber-
culosis as an endemic disease, it is nec-

 egsary not only to cure the tubercular

individuals now living, but also to pro-
tect the future generations from infection
by a method following in principle Jan-
ner's vacecination. So far I have vagei-
nated 350 children varying in age from
one hour to three yvears.. Most of these
children were living in tubercular en-
vironiments and were exposed to infection
from the source. The earliest immuniza-
tiong were made 17 months ago, and all

the: children are well today and are free!

from all symptoms of scrofula or tuber-
(ulosis.

Douglas, Ariz.,, March 12.—General
Ojeda and 450 men evacuated Agua
Prieta at 9 o’clock today, and began an
overland march west to Nogales, where
Colonel Kosterlitzky’'s rural police are
threatened with attack. Each man car-
ried all the arms and ammunition pos-
sible. The rest of the garrison equip-
ment, surplus arms and ammunition were
left packed in box cars, ready to rush
to Nogales, Ariz.,, in event of fighting in
the Mexican town. Opposite a troop
rain is being held under steam today at
Fort Huachuca, a few miles mnorth of
the border.

In three divisions, riding dilapidated
army horses and hauling three machine
gung, the federals marched slowly to-
ward the Naco Mountains on a suppos-
edly perilous trip to Nogales.

Pennsylvania Will Have State Com.

Harrisburg, Pa., March 12-—Pennsyl-
vania will have a state department for
the suppression of vice if a bill introduced
in the Senate yesterday becomes a law.
Under the terms of the measure the de-
partment would be conducted by a *‘vice
commissioner” to be appointed by the Gov-
ernor. The proposed law would require
physicians, surgeons, druggists or. other
persons ‘‘having knowledge .of the exist-
ence of cases of certain diseases arising
from vice within the state,”’ to report
the same to the department. _

Philadelphi'a'  Consumers’ League
Prepares to Gather Data.

Philadelphia, March 12.—1In an effort te
secure accurate data regarding the neces-
sary expenditures of working girls and
women, the. Consumers’ League of this
city is having thousands of condensed ac-
count books printed and will today begin
to distirbute them among workers in mer-
cantile and industrial plants. Members of
the. league, which has already compiled
much data regarding the wages paid here,
state that it is futile to expect a girl off-
hand to give the details of, her expendi-
tures. The books, which they hope will
be kept regulgrly and returned. svithin a
specified time, are expected to give much
information not at present available.

Declares Women

Would Be Driven From Stores.

Out of pity for
the women I am opposed to the minimum
wage law. |

“Women would be driven from busi-
ness and men would take their places.
When such a law is enacted more women
will be upon the streets of our cities than
ever before in the history. of this coun-
try.-
dustry has forced them to the streets.
The- reason would be that a man at $12
ig far more valuable than a woman at $7
or at $9. w :

“1 resent the implication that women
and girls employed in stores are as a
class immoral. 'They are as moral as any
people you can find. They are above the
average. Good salespeople rank high., Wae
will not employ immoral girls. They are
inefficient and their influence is bad.

“IT do not think that this country is at
present prepared for a minimum wage
law. Women should strive for efliciency.
Wages depend upon merit, and merit at
the present time ereates a balance. If
they will take greater interest in their
work they will get the deserved increase.
Women in my employ have worked up
from cash giris to buyers at salaries from
$40 to $50 a week. Our stores take recog-
nition of merit and I am sure others do
the same.”’

Berlin, March 12.—The German govern-
ment today publisﬁed a sharp rebuke to
certain newspapers which are deciared to
have Deen fomenting international trou-

ble by  provocative articles. It also dis-
avows an attack made by the Cologne
Gazette on France as the “European mis-
chief-maker,” fo which a’ section of the
foreign press attributed an official char-
acter. |

The government statement declares that
“"the situation has improved and there
is no doubt that the efforts of the powers
toward peace will be successful.”

The government’'s statement was made
public on the Bourse three hours before
the close today. This and the reported

1 demobilization of Russian and Austro-Hun-

garian troops had an immediate effect on
the market, some stocks gaining as much
as five points, while increases of two or
three points were general. Day to day
loans were ' slightly  easier, but this was
offset by the private discount on Iong
bills rising to 8 per cent, thus reaching
the official rate of discount.

The banks, preparing to meet dividend
payments, are holding back as much cash
as possible and the proposed great mili-
tary expenditures have acted unfavorably
on the money market.

A study of Prussia’s railroad plans call-.

ing for a large outlay of money shows .a
considerable portion of this expenditure
is to be reckoned to military account. The
majority of the lines to be Iaid down will
connect strategic points and serve purely
military purposes. Comparatively few im-
portant cenfral traffic points will be
reached by the new lines.

Some 350 profes-
sors of the Serbonne, among them the
finest scholars in F'rance, have issued a
united address to the people of France
not to yield thoughtlessly ‘‘to the mili-
tary panic and to forces of reaction which
tend toward desperate adventures hostile
to the republican government.” |
" The professors do not declare them-
selves opposed to the suggested three-

! year period of service in the actlive army,

but gask for the fullest and most thought-
ful consideration of the situation without
haste and without excesses of emotion,

Another declaration, signed by Anatole
KFrance and several other members of the
French Institute, literary men, scientists
and professors, was published today, urg-
ing calm consideration of the proposed
military medsures, ‘““which if adopted wili
profoundly affect the life of France, both
intellectually and economieally.”

 Premier Briand, it is said, has informed
a number of members of parliament that
it will not be necessary to rush -through
the military bills before Easter.

LANE NOT TO INTERFERE

Former Secretary Fisher’s Order In

Hetch Hetchy Case Stands.

Washington, March 12.—Although he
declined to interfere with the decision of
former Secretary Fisher, who refused to
grant a permit pending an appeal to
Congress, Secretary of the Interior Lane
today approved maps filedy by the city of
San Francisco showing the project for
protection of water rights in the 7Toue
lumne River, in Hetch Hetchy! Valley.

The Secretary "told representatives of
San Francisco, the American Civiec Asseo-
ciation and the Turlock and Modesto
irrigation districts that he would advise
Congress that, in his opinion, the high-
est use to which this water could be put
would be to make it serve the purpose
propoesed by San Francisco.

He said, however, that, as he had been
the originall attorney for the city in this
matter, some 12 years ago, he thought
that it would be unbecoming to grant a
permit in the face of the denial of See-
retary Fisher, although the view he now
holds is that held by him when repre-
senting the city.
