Here are the latest developments in the
fizht among Democrats for the long and

short terms for the United States Senute: |

Senator John Walter Smith repiied to
the letter of W. I.. Marbury, President
Wilson’s supposed favorite for the Sen-
ate. In his letter of March 10, Mr. Mar-
bury challenged Senator Smith to a joint
debate on the question of the purity of
the Democracy of each. Incidentally,
Mr. Marbury accused Senator Smih of
being inﬂiI'Ef*.ﬂ}TI responsible for the pub-
lication of advertisements reflecting upon
his (Mr. Marbury’s) record as a Demno-
crat. In his letter to Mr. Marbury Sen-
ator Smith declines the invitation to a

joint debate, since there is no c¢ccasion
for such debdgte on the question pre-
sented. He also declared that he was not
responsible for the advertisements Iin
which Mr. Marbury’s record as a Demo-
crat was challenged.

Congressman J. Fred C. Talbott, who
was President Wilson’s political agent in
Maryland during the ante-election cam-
paign, declared that he will not re-
enter the contest for the short term for
the Senate. He added that his position
is not affected by the declaration by
County Commissioners Mann and Matt-
feldt and former Senator John S. Biddi-
gon for Mr. Marbury in the Senate. 'I'he
commissioners and Mr. Biddison are ar-
rayed against Mr. Talbott in Baltimore
county. They supported Speaker Clark in
the primaries last year for President. Mr.
Talbott supported Mr. Wilson, = and
‘through his influence the county’'s vyote
was cast for Wilson delegates to the
state convention.

Friends of W. J. Bryan are relying
upon his statement that he has not com-
mitted himself to any Democratic sena-
torial candidate in Maryland. They are
demanding the production of evidence
that President Wilson was directly and

Mr. Bryan was indirectly committed to,

the candidacy of any aspirant for the
Senate.

Senator Smith’s Letter.

Senator Smith’s reply to W. L. Mar-
‘bury follows under a Washington date
line of March 12:
Mr. William I, Marbury,
Maryland Trust Building.
Baltl 'ore, Md.

Dear Sir: I have just recelved your
letter dated March 10th, which I hereto-
fore noticed was published in The Balti-
more American gnd the Baltimore Sun of
yesterday, and I hasten to reply, taking
up. the various paragraphs of your letfer
in order. |

I have published nothing concerning
you or your record in any newspaper, nor
have I ever authorized any such publica-
tion or publications, or had any connec-
tion, however remote, therewith; hence, if
such is the basis for your proposition for
a joint debate, I would respectﬁlllf’ su%-
gest that it would be more appropriate if
vou direct your challenge to the party or
parties responsible. for the publications you
mention.

It is true that from time to time within
the past ten years you have rendered some
help to the Democratic party in thig state
at the solicitation of party leaders, al-
though it has almost always been g sub-
ject of conjecture and doubt among party
friends, before each campaign, whether
Fo“{ influence would be for or against the
party. -

As one of the many people in the state,
who, throughout good fortune and bad,
have taken a profound interest in the suc-
cess of the party, 1 have always personal-
ly welcomed your co-operation in party
affairs and I trust that we can now count
upon you as being permanently and uni-
formerly for the Democratic nominees,
whoever they may be, at every future
election, | | :

I have no knowledge whatsoever of your
relations with former presidents, except
that you held office under President
(leveland ; nor do I know what your rela-
tiongs are with the present Chief Execu-
tive, except this—that you are again after
office. And if the newspaper stories are
correct, as perhaps they are not, the
President’'s potent influence seems to be
vour chief reliance for election to the
Senate. And that suggests to me this
fact, that in the late struggle for the
presidential nomination we both first ap-
proved the candidacy of Judge Harmon,
then recognizing the hopelessness of his
canvass, we both finally supported Presi-
dent Wilson for the nomination, where-
upon you went to Europe and I remained
at home, taking an active, and, I hope,
helpful part in the campaign.

As to Political Record.

In reference to our respective political
records, my position is apparently more
fortunate than yours, inasmuch as you
seem to feel that your record needs de-
fense, and I can see no obligation resting
upon me to defend my Democracy. I
have uniformly and consistently worked
for the success of the party, supporting its
nominees at every election and have voted
at every election since I was twenty-one,
and in the several positions I have held,
always by grace of the Democrats, I have
uniformly endeavored to serve the people
and my party as efliciently ag my oppor-
tunities and limited abilities would allow.
And without wishing to boast, I believe I
can justly claim to have accomplished a
great deal for the state and for the life
and strength of Democracy in Maryland.
Besides, no light could be thrown on the
subject by a joint debate such as yvou pro-
prose, because everyone the least inter-
ested in Maryland politics knows my rec-
ord, and apparently the people are fast
learnings yours—a circumstance I am not
surprised should give you grave concern.
For while I have very Ilittle personal
knowledge of the details of your political
recor<d, I am informed by those who have
the pleasure of a more intimate acquaint-
ance with your life than I that the articles
attacking your record, and to which you
allude in your letter to me, are approxi-
mately true.

- whould you succeed in your ambition
to go to the Senate, yvour term would not
begin until March, 1915. Now is the time
that congressional action is necessary for
Democratic = success. Therefore, what
practical reason is there for a joint de-
bate to predict what you might or might
not do under c¢onditions which cannot
possibly apply to you or to seek to guess
or surmise, if  given an opportunity
(which is not yours) whether vyou would
or would not aid in carrying out the
Democratic program?

And why indulge in the like specula-
tion as to what 1 might do?

I shall, therefore, continue to perform

my official duties as best I can, giving
to them my first care and first thought.
Afterward, as time and chance may offer,
I shall make what effort I may be able,
with the help of many loyal friends
throughout every part of the state, to
carry the senatorial primary in Novem-
ber, keeping always in view as para-
mount the success of the party.
