It developed at the meeting of the
board -that the Roanoke Bridge Com-
pany had made a mistake of $10,000 in
the bid submitted by it for the construe-
tion of a bridge across the Gunpowder
River at Loch Raven.

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Digest of Trade Conditions.

In the March issue of a Digest of
Trade Conditions, issued monthly by the
Citizens’ National Bank for.the benefit of
its customers, it is stated that at the be-
ginning of thig year business conditions
stood at an abnormally or artificially high
level and that business banking and mone-
tary conditions were too far above nor-
mal, with the result that investment con-
ditions were very unsatisfactory. It is

further stated in the letter, however, that

during February an Iincreased activity
along . investment lines was noticed and
that the indications are that the activity

will gradually expand through the year. |

‘“The advent of the new administira-
tion,”” the letter states, ‘‘and the prospect
of tariff changes, while worthy of our
most serious consideration, would not
affect the present volume of business ma-
terially were it not for the Balkan War,
the Mexican rebellion, the“locomotive fire-
mens’ demands and the garmentworkers’
strikes, all of which are the deterrent
factors In an otherwise wholesome and
satisfactory business condition.”

It 18 also stated in the letter that while
business failures were fewer in number
durlng January they were greater in
volume. January witnessed 1,814 failures,
with total liabilities of $23,000,000. The
amount involved, it is said, was an in-
creae of §3,000,000 over January of last
year, but a decrease of $1,000,000 as com-
pared with January 1911. ,

The output or production of all com-
modities is erplained in the letter.

Planning Site for Latrobe Statue.

The advisability of placing the pro-
posed Ferdinand C. Latrobe statue in
front of the City Hall, on the Holliday
street slde, was discussed yesterday at
a conference between Mayor Preston,
Michael Jenking and Frank A. Hoen. The
ordinance which recently passed the City
Council authorized those gentlemen to ar-
range a suitable memorial in honor of
the seven-times mayor and select a proper
location for its permanent establishment,

The committee went to the studios ot
Artists Hans Schuler and Henry Berge
to inspect several designs that have been
recently made by them. Whether the
memorial should show General Latrobe in
a si'ttin'g or standing position has not as
vet been determined. Although the com-
mittee carefully inspected the works of
art, they would not commit themselves
concerning the matter.

We have
not finally selected a memorial, nor have
we determined where finally to place it.
It has been suggested that we establish
it on the Holliday street side of tihe
City Hall, I am not prepared to coin-
cide with that suggestion. It has also
been suggested that we establish the
proposed Latrobe statue at Baltimore
street and Broadway. We will hold sev-
eral additional meetings before finally
reaching a definite conclusion.”
