.Should Teach Real Cooking.

“Instead of tedaching the children in
gchool a whole lot of things that will
never be of any use to them,” said 1
prominent New York club woman at ti
Hotel Rennert yesterday, ‘“children should
be shown how to cook their own meals
and then how to clear away dishes. Real
cooking is far more educational and in-
teresting than cooking .artificial meals.
This plan would free mother for six or
seven hours each day. It is immoral to
make a woman stay in a whole day merely
to throw together a badly cooked lunch
for one or two children,

Out of this sim-
ple homogeneous’' function there  was
evolved a complex and many-sided activ-
ity, but directly related to its mission
and springing from it. Such extensions
include field work, educational work, co-
Yperative «redit, etec. And because the
society has worked from a center ont, it
1as reached a high plane of efficienay.

‘“‘The general manager’s report gives a
summary of the loans made by the so:
ciety from 1900 to 1912. The total num-
ber of loans granted by the society is
2,568, and aggregate §1,494,437.91. They
were granted to 2,266 farmers, occupying
1,886 farms. The loans are distribured
over 28 states, mnot including Canada.
During the year 1912, 2,087 applications
for loans were made by the - socioty,
coming from residents in 32 states. One

James U. Dennis, of counsel for Dr.
Hunner, said that the verdict was an
injustice, being based wupon a law 40
vears old, which had not kept pace with
modern surgery and the present-day
needs. The law which makes the operat-
ing surgeon responsible for the after-
treatment, dressing, etc., in the hoespital,
according to Attorney Dennis, is an c¢ld
one and was laid down in the case of a
woman ‘whe was
“T'he case is not parallel to the
one which was just tried,” sald Mr.
Dennis, ‘“‘where the negligence com-
plained of happened in a hospital.”

The case is also an important one in
relation to the general publie, as it is
predicted. that if the verdiet is allowed
to stand much of the free woork done in
hospitals by surgeons ag distinguished
from the work done by the hospital
staffs will be abandoned. At present
many surgeons and physiciang perform
work 1in the hospitals,
Services free of costs, and it is said that
if surgeons are to be held responsible
for what is done at the hospital after
the operation, much of the free work
will be abolished. 'The verdict as it now
stands establishes the principle thut an
operating surgeon must actually do the
dressing of the wound or superintend
the work of dressing up until the day of
the patient’'s discharge from an institu-
tion.

In the case of Mrs.
Hunner testified that he had given his
services to Mrs. Stevenson free of
charge. Mrs. Stevenson, however, paid
the  hospital. Should the Court of Ap-
peals sustain the verdict and rule in
favor of the old law, it is said that the
medical fraternity may try to have the
law changed so that the surgeon will
not be responsible for the after-treat-
ment at a hospital. At the present time
it is legally impossible to recover dam-
ages against a hospital when it is shown
that such hospital is a benevolent insti-
tution.

Stevenson was operated on by
Dr. Hunner in June, 1910. Some time
after she had returned to her home =a
plece of gauze and a piece of mercerized
rubber came out of the wound. These
things had been used as drains. Dr.
Hunner testified that he removed or saw
removed the drain which he placcd in
the wound after the operation. Addi-
tional drains had to be put in after-
ward. Mrs. Stevenson’s counsel con-
tended that tuberculosis resulted from
the irritation caused by the gauze. Dr.
Hunner’'s experts claimed that the tuber-
culosls was already there, and that the
gauze bad no detrimental effect on Mrs.
Stevenson’'s health.,

FATAL FALL FROM: WINDOW

Patrick J. Tighe Dead in Front of

Franklin Square Hospital.

After a thorough investigation into the
circumstances surrounding the death of
Patrick J. Tighe, a former member of
the local police force and whose dead

body was found early yesterday morning

lying on the lawn in front of Franklin
Square Hospital, Coroner Michael A.
Abramsg rendered a verdict of accidental
death. He said: ‘‘After a thorough in-
quiry into the details of the accident I
find that the hospital authorities are in
no manner responsible, It looks like the

man went to the window for fresh air,
and , while suffering from an attack of |

breathlessnessg lost his balance and fell
out of the window.”

The man, whose age was given as 56
vears and address at 643 West Pratt
street, had been suffering since his ad-
misgsion to the hospital with a complica-
tion of diseases, and his death wag ex-
pected at any moment,

Mr. Tighe was found by Charles T,
Bevan, the hospital janitor. He called up
Dr. Ellwood B. Hunt, of the hospital staff,
and together they carried Tighe into the
accident ward. He was dead, and is
supposed to have sygtcumbed instantly
to the effects of e fall. One of
the occupants of# the room from
which Tighe either fell or jumped, Rich-
ard Paitzel, was questioned by the hos-

HANNOVER HAS
ROUCH VOYACE

BRINGS 24,000 CANARIES TO
THIS COUNTRY.

During Trip Over From Bremen
One Man Was Swept Overboard
by High Seas and a Child: Died
of Scarlét Fever—Both Were Im-
migrants—She Docked in Phlla-
delphia First.

Buffeted by many storms on her trip
from Bremen to this port, via Philadel-
phia, the steamship Hannover, of the
North German Lloyd Line, arrived in this

city yvesterday morning with 720 steerage

passengers. During the trip one of the
men was carried overboard by the high
seas and futile efforts were made to rescue
him. Twenty thousand canaries consigned
to Philadelphia and 4,000 canaries for
this port comprised a part of the cargo
of.the ship and all the way over the little
birds chirped and twittered as though
safe in some German village.

One child died of scarlet fever en route
and was buried at sea. Both she and the
man who was swept overboard were ot
the steerage. |

The trip just ended by the Hannover
was one of the worst ever experienced by
the officers and when the boat arrived in
Philadelphia seven days later there was
almost two tons of ice on her prow and
forward decks. So rough was the trip
for several days that the officers pro-
hibited the steerage passengers from going
on the -forward decks. One, however,
John Peller by name, and hailing from
Hungary, declined to obey the order, and
filled with a desire to see the mountajin- -
ous Beas, ventured out, and in an instant
was engulfed by a heavy swell which
broke over the stem of the ship and swept
overboard. The cry of ‘““Man overboard!”
wag heard from the bridge and the giant

| engines were stopped and a search was
t made for the man, but no trace of him

could be found. The news that one of
their number had been swept overboard
by the seas added to the excitement of the
steerage passengers, but they were quieted
by the officers. Throughout the {trip the
passengers prayed and sang hymns. The
little girl who died of scarlet fever was
Wiladislav Gassorowski.© She was buried
at sea.

When half-way across the broad expanse
the Hannover got into wireless communi-
cation with the Rhein and the latter re-
ported being several hundred miles north
of her course and encountering much cold
weather and severe storms. T'he Rbhein is
bound for Bremen. The Hannover was
last in this port in April, 1911, and sev-
eral of her officers have not been here for
six or seven vears. She is commanded by
Captain Troitzsch.
