Rather unexpectedly the question of co-
education, believed to have been settled,
wags revived in the School Board yesterday
When a delegation representing the Old
Town Merchants and Manufacturers’ As-
sociation made up of Walter Steer, John

Schuelar and W. T. Starr, protested
agalnst a° continuance of the system. -

Mr. Starr, the spokesman for the dele-
gation, read a letter from g former resi-
dent of New York, now living here, upon
which the association based its action. In
this the writer complained that one of his
children who attended one of the schools

- had witnessed behavior that should not

be tolerated in any school. The one rem-
edy, he suggested, was a separation of the
Ssexes. In  commenting upon this letter
Mr. Steer attacked the system generally,
arguing that it was i1l advised and harm-
ful to the cause of education. |

After citing what he regarded as the
moral objections, Mr. Steer held that 1n
certajn branches the boys were further
advanced than the girls, while the latter
had an advantage in others, and that
therefore both must be retarded because
of this fact. Tha question had been
raised in the assoc tion and the delega-
tion had been sent to suggest a segrega-
tion of the sexes, the members believing
that a separation would be beneficial both
from a moral and an educational view-
point. .

President McCosker, speaking for the
board, said that he had always favored
segregation, but there were other ques-
tions entering into the change which
could best be explained in a general ref-
erence of the matter to the board of su-
perintendents with instructions that they
delegate one of their number to appear
before the Old Towns Association at its
meeting next Tuesday night ang discuss’
the matter. This was satisfactory to the
delegation, which then withdrew.

WHAT MEMBERS SAY.

Those members of the board who were
not averse to giving their views after the

~meeting adjourned declared they would

willingly approve of separate schools if it
were not for economic considerations. It
was estimated that not only would the
change necessitate an outlpy of at least
a half-million dollars to m{fe the scheme
effectlve, but the charges for maintenance
would also have to be incréased materi-
ally. In at least half of the e*igh)th grade
classes the number of pupils did not jus-
tify a separation. There must necessarily
be additional teachers as well as clasa-
rooms, _

Coeducation was introduced in 1902 in
the elementary schools, but had been
working satisfactorily in the Hngligh-
_Grerman schools when these were organ-
1zed, in 1874.

Every Department Donates to the

Relief Fund—AIll Gave According
to Their Means—The Amounts
Ranged From the Widow’s Mite
to Scores of Dollars—Collector
Stone Guaranteed $100, but Suc-
ceeded in Doing Better.
