Special Dispatch to ‘The American,
New York, March 13.—In a collision

some point up the sound, was sunk about

| 600 feet off the south end of Governors
1 Island tonight.

Eleven members of a
crew of 12 are believed to have been lost.

The accident occurred shortly after 10
o’'clock.

He is in a hospital on
Staten Island.

The steamship outward bound was in
the center of the stream when the light-
er, it is said, endeavored to c¢ross her
bows in the haze that hung over the
water,

There was no time for those on the
lighter to jump, even, according to Jef-
ferson Roysten, the one person known to
have been rescued. The steamship struck
the work boat amidships, practically cut-
ting her in two. Most of the crew. were
asleep and these probably never knew
what had happened, as the water rushed
in upon them and they sank with the
wrecked . lightes:.

STORM SWEEPS SOUTH

New Secretary of War Has Or',Thirteen Persons Reported XKilled.

dered That ~American Soldiers
Must Not Retu_rn Fire.

Nogales, Ariz., March 13.—Constitu-
tionalists overthrew the federal garrison
at Nogales, Sonora, tonight, and now are
in possession of the border town, after
a fight which continued with little abate-
ment for 12 hours. Casualties gre estl-
mated at 100 dead and twice as many
wounded on both sides, though accurate
count has not been made. '
~ Private Alleq A. Unfleet, Troop G.,
Fifth Ca#alry, U. 8. A.,, was seriously
wounded by a rebel bullet while doing
police *duty near the international line
here. The shot passed through his face
from nose to ear. No other Americans

. were injured.

The Unted States golder was shot when
the attack was at its height. Lieutenant
Colonel Tate, in charge of the Fifth
cavalry patrol, at once sent word to Gen-
eral O'Bregon, in command of the rebel
forces:

“*You have shot one of my men. 'Cease

| firing, or I shall be after you at once.”

DEAD DOT THE LAND.

At the same moment the firing from
the regulars under Generals Kosterlitsky
and Reyes slackened. By some precon-
certed arrangement . Lieutenant Colonel
Tate called his bugler and ordered hm to

| sound the Mexcan ‘‘cease firing’’ order.

1'he federal garrison instantly obeyed, but

desultory firing continued to come from

the besiegers. _

Colonel O’Bregon succeeded in -holding
back the fire from his men so that Colonel
Kosterlitzky and Reyes, with their forces,

| were able to cross to the United States,

where they surrendered to Col. Wilbur E.
Wilder, Fifth Cavalry, who arrived late
to take command.

The DMexican federal soldiers stacked
their arms before the American troopers
and disbanded. 5y

More than 30 wounded from the other
side rest in hospitals here, while the dead
dot the land south of Nogales. The at-

tackers suffered most heavily, and of the |

1,000 men who made the march against
the garrison of 300 regulars the number
of dead has not been accurately esti-
mated. -

A rain of lead dropped over the Ameri-
can town, many citizens narrowly escap-
ing injury. Stray bullets fell into the
streets, some penetrated houses, narrowly
missing Americans in their homes.

DESPERATE ATTACKS.

The destruction in the Sonora was
great, although the majority of the build-
ings were of adobe.
