President Wilson's appointment. of Mr..
John Skelton Williams, of Richmond, to

be an assistant secretary.of the Treasury

was made at the suggestion of Secretary

of the Treasury McAdoo. Mr. McAdoo
and Mr. Williams have known each other
for many years, and the Secretary of the
Treasury has formed a high opinion of
Mr. Williams' ability as a financier and a
student of finance subjeets. When Mr.
McAdoo went to New York last week he
invited Mr. Williams to meet him and
then suggested to him the possibility of
an assistant secretaryship for the Treas-
ury. Mr. Williams expressed his readi-
ness to accept the position and Mr.
McAdoo on his return to Washington sub-
mitted his name to President Wilson.

This morning Mr. Williams sent for
Senators Martin and Swanson, of ¢ Vir-
ginia, and told them that he had selected
Mr. Williams for an assistant secretary-
ship. Mr. Martin promptly expressed his
gratification, assuring the President that
he and Mr. Williams had long been warm
personal friends and Mr. Swanson also
gave his indorsement. Mr. Williams, so
far as he has participated in Virginia
politics, has been friendly to the organiza-
tion of which Senator Martin is acknowl-
edged head, although it is stated that he
never voted for Mr. Bryan.

Mr. Williams’ appointment cannot, how-
ever, be regarded as indicating that the
regular organization in Virginia will con-
trol the patronage. Mr. Wlson selected
Mr. Williams and then sent for Senators
Martin and Swanson to tell them of the
selection. Just as he selected former
Congressman Edwin F. Sweet, of Grand
Rapids, Mich.,, to be an assistant secre-
tary of commerce, and then sent for Sena-
tor William Alden Smith, a standpat Re-
publican, and Senator Townsend, a Pro-
gressive Republican, and told them of his
gelection of Mr. Sweet. Moreover, Mr.

Mr. Wil-
liamg will become the first assistant secre-
tary of the Treasury. There are three
assistant secretaries, and the law does not
recognize them as first, second or .third
assistant secrefaries. As a matter of
custom, however, the first assistant is
regarded as outranking his two colleagues
because he has charge of the fiscal busi-
ness of the Treasury and is practically the
closest adviser to the Secretary himself.
The second assistant is in charge of cus-
toms, while the third has charge of all
other matters under the Treasury which
are not either fiscal or customs.. -

F. McCombs, of the Democratic National
Committee, told President Wilson today
during an early conference at the White

| House that he preferred not to accept

the! post of ambassador to France; that
he might remain in private life and

probably retain the chairmanship of the
national’ committee. Pregident Wilgon
urged Chairman MecCombs not to defin-
itely decline the offer until he had con-
sidered it further, and Mr. McCombs
agreed to do so.

Mr. McCombs told the President that
his preference had been from the start
not to accept public office. The Presi-
dent, however, had told him that he was
earnestly desirous of having him accept
a foreign post, inasmuch as he had de-
clined to become a member of the Cabhi-

net. The President asked Mr. MceCombs
to hold his mind open until ut least
April 1. Mr. McCombs sald later to . in-

quirers he was so strongly urged by the
President that he felt his duty to give

the question more serious and careful
consideration.
Mr. McCombs declared the President

had determined to pick out diplomatic
representatives solely on a basis of abil-
ity, rather than wealth. It is the Presi-
dent’s wish to have the United States
represented abroad by the most capable

 men, even though they may not he able

to live up to the social precedents of
their predecessors. ;

Mr. McCombs said he thought that
even-if he were to accept the post of
ambassador to Krance he might not re-
slgn as chairman of the Democratic Na-
tional Committee, as he did not think
he would stay abroad for the full period
of the administration. Close friendg of
Mr. McCombs who talked with him after
he left the White House" declared that
it was practically certain that Mr. Me-
Combs would not accept a diplomatic
post.
