COLONIZATION MEETING.

A meeting of the citizens of Cecil county
was held in pursuance of public notice, in the

Court-house at Elkton, on the evening of

Wednesday, the b5th of April, 1837, to take
into consideration the subject of Atrican colo-
nization, when the Rev. John G. Wilson was
called to the chair, and Henry Hollingsworth,
appnimud secretary,

The meeting was then addressed by the
Rev. John H. Kennard, agent of the Mary-
land State Colomzation Hwn‘il-’t}', who pre-
gented In a short address the illl[nl]‘tnnng and
necessity of African colomzation, as con-
ducive to the best interests ol our country,

in harmonizing couflicting interests, bhut of

gpecial and immense importance as connected
with the prosperity and security of the people
of Maryland; the happiness and real freedom
of the coloured race in this country by re-
moving them to their own land; and to the
benighted and wretched sons of Africa, by
sending them the rich blessings of civilization
and the gospel, Mr. K. expressed his strong
confidence in the speedy and complete triumph
of the whole scheme, and went on to show
that its claims to the favourable consideration
and support of every citizen of our State, and
of the whole country, were such as to insure
for it the influence and co-vperation of the
whole people.

6. On motion of Rev. B. R. Wilson— Resol-
ved, '1I'hat the report is false and malicious and
originated only i a design to injure the colony
by calling off the support and sympathy of its
friends#; that so far from a desire to return.
we would regard sneh an event as the greatest
calamity that could befal us.
