We shall not have satisfied our own wishes
inrespect to this work, until it shall be so far
enlarged and improved as to make it clear to
every purchaser that he will herein receive all
that is desirable to an American reader from
all the Foreign Periodicals. 'T'hat we can do
so in a single work, by making it contain four
or five times as much matter as an ordinary
periodical, we have nodoubt.—A great part of
most of the Reviewsand Magazines is compo-
sed of inferior articles, and we confidently ap-
peal to those readers of the Museum who have
been in the habit of looking over the British
Journals, whether we have not already, in a
very great degree, succeeded in copying all
that was worth preservation.

As the work will now be considerably en
larged, we shall be able more fully to accomp
lish this object.

In order that he may, by frequent journie
from home, be the earlier agle to finish all otht
er business, and devote himself exclusively to
the Museum, Mr. Littell has made arrange-
ments with the Editor of Waldie’s Library to
edit this work after December, 1834, How-
