The elogue:ce of
zenocrates persuaded Polemon, an ALY nian
youth notorious for'his druunkenness, to re
solve, even whife intoxicated, to lead a sober

life. ‘I'hough formed in such sn unpromising

condition, his purl'uyau was  maintamed; he
drank nothing but water, and lived to “rx.
treme old age.””  Ardd‘Diceneus, the Egyptian
pbtiosophier, *“gamed such an’influence over
the Seythiius, tnat they déstroyed all the vines
which grew in their country, tb prevent the
riot and dissipatitn which the wine occasioned
among them.” Then let these veoices of the
heathen world, coming down. from the mist’
covered mountains of antiquily, encourage us
by the trath, that ‘long and widely as intem
perance has prevdiled, there have always been
a Tew, even 1o the dark plaées of the earth, to
lament its wasting influence and strive against
it, to some advantage, acgonling. to their
power.
