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[INDEPENDENT TREASURY BILL.

"SPEECH OF MR. WRIGHT,
OF NEW YORK. '

In Senate January 31, 1838—Upon the bill ““to
impose additional dutes, as dopositaries; upon
~ certain public officers, to appoint Receivers
‘General of public money, and to regulate the
sale-keeping, transler, and disbursement, of
the public moneys of the United States.”
Mr. WRIGH'T said he regretied that it
would be necessary for him to nnpose a more
severe tax upon the time and patience of the
Senate, than he had ever before been compell-
ed to impose, since he had been honored with a
seat in the body. He had hojed, therclore,
