GLANCES AT MONARCHY.

Philip the Fair ascended the vacant throne
of F'rance in 1385, it the age ol sevenleen.—
Like his ancestoi, Philip Augusius, he was
proud, irritable, r1apacious, and overbearing.
Philip Augustus redeemed his crooked polic
by valor in the field; but Bhilip the KFair
seems o have been, wilhout one redeeming
traitya tyrant  Unjust to hisnobles, he gov-
erned the commonally by his exactions. He
scized all the foreign merchants jn France iu
one day, terrified thenmd into paying a large
fine, and then banishéd them the kingdow.—
The Jews were similarly (reated; and so gre-
vous were the suflerings he inflicted on the
laboring -classes, that the artisans of G heni,
Bruges, and the other towns, abandoned heir
callings ““to die in battle,” as they vowed,
rather than *“live in servitude.” Philip was
called the Faux Monnoyear, or falsitier ol
coin lrom his continued tampering with the
standard. e [requently ordered the coin and
plate ol his subjects to be brought to his mini,
and paid for it i new coin, so much debased
that the marc¢ ol silver, from being worth only
2 livres 15 sous came to be worth 8 francs 8
sous of the debased coin, -
- .When the king’s purpose was answered, he
decried his own coin.  ‘I'his caused an insur-
rection in Paris. ‘The mob altacked the pal-
ace ol the Temple where the king lodged; but
the 1oyal archers dispersed them, seized the
ringleaders, and hung them to the treesyin and
avoumd the capital. He destroyed the order ol
Knight ‘Templars, to obtain posgsession ol their
property. -Oan the 13th of October, 1307, the
Templars were seized in all par(s of France;
60 kwmights in Paris were thrown inlo prison,
and their possessions confiscated. Torluring
rhe accused, and promising him pardon il he
conlessed, ‘where the chiel and only modes o |
proof of the abominable- charges prelerred
azainst them, and an avowal thus extorted was
considered ‘conclusive of guilt, -and punished
accordingly.
