Joe" are only a few bona fide sobriquets
of tramps known to the police of Phila-
delphia, Wilmington, Washington and
Baltimore as desperate characters.
Many of the terrible deeds which have
horrified the readers of newspapers have
been those of tramps. The country is
their favorite field of action. They are
the very lowest class of criminals.
Directly opposed to them in personal
habits and line of work are the bank
burglars. These are the most accom-
plished of thieves. The “bank
man,” or “gopher,” 18 always a neatly-
dressed fellow who lives well and spends
his unlawful gains freely. lle possesses
fertility of mind, ingenuity of invention,
mastery of mechanical knowledge, pa-
tience and keen foresight. His object
i8 to get into the vault or safe of a bank.
In one instance the vault must be pene-
trated from the top, as was attempted in
the Eutaw Savings DBank Dbuillding
in Baltimore some years ago. The
second floor of the structure was
then occupied by a congregation of
the Southern Methodist Episcopal
Church, of which Rev. 8.

Besides the generalship required for
sich labor, originality must be a part of
the plan.

The inven
tions in this line are wonderful and so
progressive that only the most impreg-
nable vault, lined with plate upon plate
of steel and closely guarded by a
watchman, who in turn 18 watched
by means of an indicator, not unlike a
large-faced clock 1In appearance, 18
reasonably free from danger.

vault. It is known that he is wealthy. In-
spector Byrnes,of New York has himnow
in Auburn prison in New York for com-
plicity in the Manhattan BDank robbery
several years ago, when $1,000,000 was
stolen.
