A MARVELOUS MACHINE.

THE THORNE CONTRIVANCE FOR
SETTING TYPE.

A Labor-Saving Invention that Seems
Adapted to the Practical Requirements
of a Printing Oftice -A Description of the
Machine.

Whether or not type can be successfully
ot by a machine, and whether the ma-
chine can wve mdapted to the practical re-
quirements of a printing oflice, is a ques-
tion toward the solution of which the ef-
forts of inventive genius have been con-
tinuously directel for many years. From
one point of view it may Lo regarded as
strange that the wonderful results that
have bheen reached in other directions in
the production of machines capable of
performing the most complicated opera-
tions with almost human intelligence and
more than human precision, have not been
sooner paralleledin type setting, in which
so0 largea proportion of the work is purely
mechanieal. On the other hand those
practically familiar with the details of the
work of the composing room have cher-
jshed grave doubts whether a machine
could Le devised and perfected
that would perform the work
of setting type in such a way as to make it

racticable to supersede the method of

and setting that has been in use ever
since the art of ypriuting was invented,
Difficulties have been encountered which
have not met the inventor in any other
fleld, and the operation of putting the
tvpes in place, so simple in appearance
when done by hand, becomes invoived in
countless complications when it is souzht
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to adant the machine to its performance.
Meanwhile invention and improvement has
progressed with great strides in other
branches and departments of the printer’s
art, so that while the art as a whole has
reached a marvelous stage of development
and achievenient, the operation of type-
setting has 1emained in a primitive
state,

Numerous ns have been the attempts to =ot
and distribute types by machinery, it must
Lo confessed that, up to the jresent, there
has not been one machine which has ob-
tained goneral favor, or .which
gwered the expectations held out, Gener-
ally, the machines have been delicate and

complicated, and the resulls so very uncer-

tain, indeod, that no newspaper proprietor
would rely solely upon them in case of ur-
gency. These repeated failures have led
compositors, and employers too, to venture
the prediction that until a machine could
e endowed with brains the compos tor
would be indispensable,  Dut recently the
perfecting of what is known as the Thorno

type setting and distributing machine
seems to overthrow that oft repeated pro-
diction.

The Thorne, of which an accurate illus-
tration is given in the accompanying en-
graving, is the invention of Joseph
Thorne, from whom the machine and tho
company now engaged in its manufacture
wers named, The invention dates back to
1880, although the improvements which
the last eizht vears of menwal and mechani-
cal labor upon it have effected have so imeta-
mophorphsed the original that the pres
ent perfected machine scarccly resemlles
the eruda affair which first embodied the
inventor's idea, At various times the
Thorne has been exhibited and tested in

competition with other typoe-setting mae
chines in Ewrope and America, with re-

The Thorne type-setting machine con-
gists of two iron cylinders, about fifteon
inches in dinmeter, placed peryendiculariy
one above the other, in the external sur-
face of each of which are cut longtitudin-
ally ninety channels or receptacles for the
types which are to be used in it.  'Withia

the channels of the lower cyiinder are in-
serted ‘“‘wards, ' or small steel projections
extending iIn wvarious relative

from the forms, but by the step-like mo-
tion of the cylinder and the action of the
wards in the channels of the setting cyl-

inder the types are automatically sorted, I

so that each chanvel of the stationary
cylinder contains only types of the same
kind,

Three persons are required to operato
each machine: one at the keyboard, &
second to break up and justify the lines,

and the third to keep the distributing cyl-
inder “loaded’” and maintain a  general
supervision.  With expert help one ma-
chine will set and distribute six thousand
ems per hour, or from five to six times as
much as the most rapid hand comupositor,
The work is not partieularly laborious, and
it is found by experience that intelligent
girls are fully as well adapted as men to
become eflicient operators.  Tho machines
are so lizht rnnning that a single horss
power is sullicient for half a dozen ma-
chines,

Considering the purpose for which the
machine is intended, the constraction 13
simple, and there appears to  be no ditli-
culty or hitch in the working, It should
e remarked that by  manipulating the
kevs in one  direction oaly, several keys
mny be touched simultancously, without
risk of the characters becoming transposed:
in working the opposite way each key
must bo to iched separatély. The machine
is driven from a shaft by two small belts.
One belt transmits motion to the revolving
dise below the typesetting eylinder and to
the type lifter, whil-t the other belt, by
means of a tightening pulley and ratchet
goar, produces the step-by step-motion of
the distributing cylinder.
