It will,
perhaps, be enough to say, before ex-
amining this charge, that any story
which did not deal with love at all
would not be a story of life in this
worll, Love is the great motive power
which spurs men and women on to ae-
tivity, This and its wicked sister
spirit, hatred, are the two great con:
trolling forees of humanity,

But the charge mentioned was for-
merly more just than now,
fewest, comparatively, of readers would
tolerate a novel which did not have
love as the prime factor of life; love

and the most thrilling experiences of |

those actuated by that passion must
formn the basis of any story which is to
be popular with the masses,  And,
after all, writers toil only that they
may become popular, because this
achiovement means wealth as well as
fame.

But Balzac and Thackeray, in writ-
ing novels without love in them, un-
dertook what some eritics call a hroader
treatment of human life than making
love the foundation of their novels,
They saw clearly that to have no other
key than love to unlock the secrets of
life they could never lead to an undoi-
standing of history, public or private,
or the sciences and common affairs of
lite,

Belzac had a mind to study all the
passions all the strong, controlling
motives of hife. He was asstdunons i
investigating all those abnormal devel-

opments of character which may be |
safely elassed on the harmless side of ( was troubledt so badly

insanity, but which result, neverthe-
less, in the deformity of moral charac-
ter,  In the old-style novel the villain
sovved simply to complicate the plot
and to act as a foil to the virtues of the
hero until the last act, or chapter,
when virtne invariably trinmphed.
Balzac found that this was seldom the
vasult in real life, and that the villain
could be made interesting on his own

account : and that hé could be made to |

sorve o higher purpese, and Le at the
same time more interesting, if shown
in a novel just as he is in real life,
