The boundary line tetween Lao and
Biam passes irrcgularly along the eight-
eonth parallel of north latitude and the
greater part of the Lao states lies between
the ninety-ninth and 10'st meridians of
east longitude, reckoned from Greenwich,
There are six Lao states tributary to Siam
—namely, Lakon, Lampon, Cheng-Mai,

Muang-Nan, Hluang I'rabang, and Muang
Prau. Al are indepen ent of each other
and the rulers are autocratic. The oflices
of chiefs in the several staies are hell for
life, but are not nereditary and are electo-
rial under the will of the peopl!e with the
oonsent of the King of Sium. TIhe tribute

id to the latter by each chief is chiefly

n the form of gold and silver betel boxes,
vases, necklaces, etc., with representa-
tions of trees in gold and silver. Taxes
are collected Ly tne chicfs from farmers
and others, and it is suilicient to say that
the office of tax-collector is strictly *'in
politics,’’ that is to say, it is a convenient
source of privats gain, It is a poor
tax collector that can mot leave his oflice
& wealthy man.

The Laocsians have a characte: istic salu-
tation when & wealthy or a aristoeratie
person passes along., It nvolves going
down on elbows and knces and raising the
bands to the face, atmost in the attitude of
prayer—a posture abject enough to re-
call the worst features of court civiliza-
tion in Europe. The Lacsians are un-
familiar with the practice of shaking
bands and the usual greeting isa grunt.

Lao country between Ila'eng and
the border of the Ngiou states,
along the twenticth parallel of
Jatitude, is the princi: al source of the
elephant supply ir Fiam, and it may
be said of the entire country of L.ao that it
is essantia’ly the land of Buddhist temples
and elephants. The latter are the ounly
aninals which can get through the dense
Jungle without ditliculty.

Tattooing is practiced in western Lao to
a considerable extent. As in civilized
countries, so called, women pinch in their
waists and shiver in insuflicient attire to

mission, from an evangelistic poinr ot
view, was at first very voor the number
ot living converts in 1884 being less than
100, The Catholic church has long bhad a
fairly successful mission in Biam.

Dr. Cheek has saved the lives of hun-
dreds by his medical and surgical skill.
He has also established a boat vard at
Chengmai, waere he employs &rge num-
bers of men and enables slaves to be eman-
cipated themselves according to the cus-
toms of the ountry by making boats for
their masters. American tools are fast
superseding the primitive implements of
the natives in the work of boat construc-
tion.

There are no newspapers in the Lao
type, but the Rev. Mr. Peoples expects td
have a font of Lao type prepared in this
country, and great results are anticipated
from i1ts use. Mr. and Mrs. P'eoples have
spent soven years in Lao and will return
in about a year's time, Mr. DPeoples
worked chiefly at Lakhon, an important
Lao town.

There is now quite a large party of
ladies in the I.ao mission, and the pros-
pecie® are much more encouraging than a
fow years ago, At Cheng-mai tnere is a

commodious school room Wwnere tne girls
are taught the ordinary subjects of study
besides receiving practical instruction in
needlework, household duties, ete., with
lessons in music and singing as a recrea-
tion. The ladics’' board of the society in
New York sends out regular remittances
for the purpose of redeeming Lao girls
from slavery and sending them to school

The elephant plays such a prominent
pa t in Laosian life that special legislation
is invoked in its favor. The stealing of an
elephant or buffalo is a capital offense.
The bu Yalo is the chief domestic animal,
but is not used as a beast of burden.

I'ne population of the Lao district prop-
er is about 3,000,000; in all Biam there
are about 10,000,000 of inhabitants.

Cheng-mai is the most powerful of the
I.no states. When 1t was founded (%0
years ago Muang Fang was the prineipai
city After lieing several times eon-
quered and sacked by the lurmesze and
Ngious respectively, it remained doserted
until al'out soventy years ago, when s2v -
eral princes came over from Lakhon,
founded the present dynasty, and raised
Cheng-mai to its present importance.

The Cheng-mal market 18 held every
morning trom 8 to 11 o'clock. The wo-
men do all the se'ling. The nativea are
partinl to strong drink, and
visamshoo'’ is the prevailing tipple. The
climate of Lao s distinctly tropical, but
not unhealthy, except in the rainy season,
Dysentery and fever aro the principal fac-
tors in the bills of mortality.

In this connection it is proper to men-
tion that spiritualism is a popular craze in
lao., There are regular spirit doctors and
mediums, who not only ‘‘charm away dis.
ease, ' but are consulted whenever any dif-
{iculty occurs in public or private allairs.
