Those numbered 1, 3, 5, 7, ete., are
called odds; 2, 4, 6, 8, ete., even; 3, 6,
J, ete., threes; b, 10, 15, fives, and 8
and 16, eights. 'The spinner whirls a
cover of wood or tin, saying: “I spin
Jack for odds.” All odds rush to se-
cure the cover before it drops.
