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THE JoUrNAL takes the following
elegant extract from a private letter
received Thursday from a Kansas city
(Mo.) lady, and it is commended to the
thoughtful consideration of every fogy
who eontends that canal transporta-

tion hasserved its day and generation :

Since 1 commenced writing this letter the
JourNaL has arrived. That lower House of
your Legislature voted to give the canal away !
Surely your representatives have not studied
the trend of public thought. The burning
question of the hour in all lines of business is
—how shall we curb the arrogance and limit
the exactions of the railroads? And the con
clusicn is as general as it is emphatic—that
the only feasible plan in sight is to restore
water transportation. This is speedily to be
put in motion in the SBouth and West. There
is n great syndicate going to put a fleet of
boats in the spring on the rivers to ply be
tween Pittsburg, Pa., and Omaha, snd u
Kansas city syndicate of local capitdlists will
establish a pucket line from Kansas city to
St. Louis. The first boat is to be delivered to
the latter the first of next month.

Corn is selling in Kansas for 10 cents a
bushel and everything else down in propor
tion. Something had to be done, and done
quickly. The Banta Fe railrond encom passes
the State like the folds of an anaconda, and is
gradually squeezing the life out of the farm-
ing interests. The ounly salvation for the
Western people is to to take to their rivers,
and with true Western pluck they are mak-
ing the plunge. In five years every river
from the lnkes to the Gulf will be covered
with fleets of buats,

It seems incredible that a great State like
Maryland should even entertain the idea at
this particular time of abandoning water
transportation when business of all kinds is
depressd under the heel of the great corpora-
tions. Therailroads, with their watered stock
to maintain, have exacted tribute of every
man, woman and child in the country.

And who, pray, are to be the beneficiaries of
that five or ten million gift of those Solons in
your Legislature? Blaine, Gorman, Elkins,
Davis, and last, but not least—tell it not in
Gath, nor publish it on the streets of Askalon !
—our own Chevalier Bayard! When the
deed is done, if ever, your artisans and labor-
ers, like the Huguenots of France after the
massacre of Bt. Bartholomew, will have to
take their brawn and muscle, their skill and
intelligence to more favorable climes, and as-
sist to build up other prosperous commun-
ities. Then, indeed, will desolation blight
the Western part of the State, and in the
language of one of Maryland's own patriots
—those that are left will have to *‘sit on their
barren rocks and gnaw their workless fing.
ers!” Thisis no pessimistic view of the sit-
uation ; it is sober fact. Your canal restored
and properly managed, will always be a
leveler of rates. 1nstead of selling it the
Btute shounld hold it as a reserve force to re-
pel railroad innovations, consolidations and
exuctions.

It is said “‘corporations have no souls,” yet
they are managed by human beings. His-
tory does not record one of many that haye
been given great power that did not abuse
it, and always to the detriment of the pro-
ducing element of the community. The sty-
dent of history will observe that civilization
always follows the lines of great waterways,
What gives Great Britain its pre-emineuce in
the community of nations? Environed by
the great seus, its people early had the fore-
sight to utilize them to their enrichment and
advancement until their wealth and power
dominated the world. Look at the commer-
cinl revolution occasioned by the opening of
the Suez canal. The benefits bestowed thepe-
by upon the producing elements of Britain
and France, to say nothing of other great
countries, are incalculable, and that narrow
canal to-day, like the broad oceans is reckon-
ed by the world as a ‘*highway of nations.”

What is the matter with our American
people anyhow ? Are they money-mad? It
seems that ns soon as ong is elected to publie
office, be it high or low, he is up for sale to
the highest bidder!

Now,1eaders, how strange it appears
that we are about abandoning water
transportation just asthe people in the
West nve petnrning fto it,

Fortunately for them they haye
navigable rivers to help them out,

Unfortunately for us, when the canal
bed is occupied by a railroad, the
means of water transportation are
forever gone.

But times have shanged, and neither
in small or large towns is either the
furmture made, except possibly some
of the plainest articles, by the eabinet-
maker, and seldom if ever a coffin is
constructed by him,

Why. then, ahould two branches of |

business which under different eon-
ditions werenaturally allied, continue
to exist together as a combination, the
reason and attendant circumstanes of
which have made their separation
possible and proper ! The hearse and
the coffin are used for but ane purpose
and for ane occason. Neither are
made where they are used and they
have no association or connection with
un{ other branch of business.

n this age of progress, therefore,
the vocation of the undertaker shou!d
he, at least in large towns, one of
itself. Hix parapheroalin and equip-
ment should be to him what that of
the physicwan, or lawyer, or mechanic
is to him, respectively. He should be
a man of integrity and standing, and
# christian whose presence and services
would add something of dignity ta
the solemn oceasion in whioch he 18 re-
guired tn take part. And with a
special adaptabilty and preparation
for his work and a proper fleld for its
exercise, he couid be reasounbly ex-
pected to seyve the community accept-
ahly, and at rates and charges based
upon the character of his work, his
time and labor used and i1he articles
furnished with a reasanable profit to
himwl‘.
