AN ACT to provide for the purchase or con-
struction of Water Works for the Town of
Frostburg, in Allegany county, and to aun-
thorize the Mayor and Councilmen of said
Town to issue bonds to pay the costs thereof.

SECTION 1. Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of Maryland, That, for the purpose of
furnishing the inhabitants of the Town of
Frostburg, in Allegany county, with an ade-
quate rupply of good water the Mayor and

necilmen of said Town are hereby author-
ized and empowered to 1ssue coupon bonds
of said Town to an amount not exceedin
forty thousand dollars, which said bonds
shall be signed by the Mayor and Clerk of
said Town, and attested with the corporate
