Armed with a letter of introduction,
he soon found himself ushered into the
F'olonoe of the best-known man in the

ritish Empire. His rcception of the
newspaper man was at the same
time ified and affable, but as far
remov from any appearance of
patronage as from familiarity.

Respecting the probabilitics of his
accession again to power, Mr. Glaa-
stone remarked that though the result

acter as to make him mo;t sanguine of
the speedy return of his party to power,
his hope of such a consummation was
not based solely on that fact, but as
well upon the assured oconviction that
the tide of public opinion was surely
turning in their favor.
Mr, Gladstone lives a very regular
life at his home. He breakfasts lightly
about 7o'clock, and shortly before B
walks to the church for prayers. To
the intelligent observer the sight of the
great statesman walking to church at
this early hour in the morning cannot
fail to be interesting. Clad iu a long
coat, tightly buttoned, with a long
shawl wrapped closely around his neck,
and wearing a roft felt hat, his appear-
ance is decidedly picturesque. Upon
his return to the castle from morning
l:nyora he ratires to his study, where
e reads and answers, with the aid of
his secretary, his enormous mass of
daily correspondence.
; T{mre is no regular hour for luncheon
at the castle, and it is partaken of by
those at home ut various times, In the
afternoon Mr. Gladstone takes a walk
in the grounds. and if the weather is
rmpitiuun usually engages in his favors
te exercise of tree-chopping. He dines
at 8 o’clock, afterward reads or writes,
and at 10 retires for the night. Though
abstemious in his habits, he usually
drinks bitter beer with his lunch, and
A glass or two of claret or port at din-
mer. Mr. Gladstone is not in any sense
ascetio, is a generous liver, and is a
great believer in the virtues of a glass
of port wine. When engaged in
speaking his fillip is a compound of
sherry and egg, which is prepared by
Mrs. Gladstone with as nnu-]'l anxiety
and care as if it were the elixir of life.
Mr. Gladstone never smoked. He ae-
quired his habits at a period when
tobacoo - smoking was generally re-

arded as somewhat vulgar among the

tter classes.

Mr. Gladstone usually has threo
books in readiug at the same time, and
changes from one to another as his
mind reaches the limit of absorption,
or when he fancies that the volume in
hand has interested him just enough
not to be the sole objeet of thought,
This mode of reading is intended to bo
corrective of a natural llir-i]ult-lifiunnf
his mind to devote attention to some
particular subject to the exclusion of
everything else.

In Mr, Gladstone's study, besides
his books, which are seen everywhere,
there are three writing desks in the

room, one chiefly reserved for political
corréspondence, and another used by
Mrs. Gladstone. 'L'he library at Hawar-
den Castle contains more than 20,000
volumes, which are freely loaned to al-
most any person in the neighborhood
who wishes to read them. Atone time
this library was unlimited, but the priv-
ilege was so much abused by some por-
sons that a few years ago a rule was Ltid
down limiting the time for which a
book might be kept to one month,
With t exception, however, Mr.
Gladstone’s library is still the free-loan
library of the whole country side.
Beginning his career as an orator,
Gladstone, the greatest of living states-
men, has achieved an unnvaled repu-

tation as a parliamentary speaker, the
intense gravity and earnestness of his
utterances carrying conviction to the
minds of his hearers. In over fift
years of public life he has either insti-
gated or participated in a series of
measures which have caused a most
admirable change in the English laws
and government, the most notable be-
ing ﬁa extension of the franchise to
every man who has an established
home.

He was born at Liverpool —an FEn-
glishman by birth, but of Scotch de-
scent. His father was a wealthy mer-
ohant, who acquired a large fortune ia
the West India trade.

He was educated at Eton and the

niversity of Oxford, and graduated
before attaining the age of twenty-two
years. He entered Plrli-mm 1832
#s & member for Newatk, Nottingham-
shire, which borough he vontinued to
représent until 1846, these

years honors fell profusely 6n the head
of the youthful mmmm‘- *Hundsome
Gladstone,” as he wis éalled. At this
time he was a constant contributor to
the *Quarterly Review,” chiefly on
litenrg;nd wcleuluticd subjects.

In 1834, he was made junior lord of
the treasury, and three months Iater,
under secretary for colonial affairs. In
1841, Mr. Gladstone was made vice
president of the council and master of
the mint. In 1843 he relinqunished the
first named of these offices in order to
assume that of president of the board
of trade. In 1845 he entered the cabi-
net as secretary for the colonfes, under
the premiership of Sir Robert Peel;
but soon resigned this office and also
his seat in Parliament. In 18561 My,
(Gladstone broke away from the con-
servative party. The following vear
he became chancellor of the exchequer,
f |lmuitinn for which he showed a mar-
velous aptitude, handling the national
accounts with an easy mastery, and
presenting them before the House of
Commons and the country with a degree
of eloquence which perhaps had never
before adorned so unattractive a mat-
ter as national finance.

In 1858 Mr. Gladstone declired a
position in the cabinet, but accepted a
special mission to the Ionian Islands.
In June, 1859, he again became chan-
cellor of the exchequer, under lLord
Palmerston, at whose death, in 1865,
Mr. Gladstone bedme the leader of
his party in the House of Commons,
In 1868 he became premier for the first
time, which office he held until 1874,
when the conservative reaction displac-
ced him. While in power he disestab-
lished the Irish Church, passed the
Irish land bill of 1870, and also an edu-
cational reform bill; he abolished the

purchase of commissions in the army,
and established the system of voting by
ballot in elections.

In 1880 the country welcomed the
liberals back into power, and Mr. Glad-
stone again bhecame premier, which
office he held until 1886, with the ex-
ception of brief intervals, Under this
great statesman’s leadership, the per-
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maunent good that has been accomplish-
ed in English domestic reform is most
remarkable.

In 1839 Mr. Gladstone was married
to Miss Catherine Glynne. Two of
his sons are members of Parliament:
a third son isclergyman of the Church
of England; and one of his daughters
is married to a minister of that de-
nomination.

In New York,
or in any other lurge city, they would
have a much better chance., Thus mill-
ionaire trnduu;nrn{nla from elsewhere mi®

way into the swim.

The proper thing to do, if you are n
parvenu millionaire with soclal ambition
— prcsumably your wife and children will
have the ambition, and not your-elf—is
to come to Weshington and begin opera-
tions by hiring a tne house in the midst
