PDrowning of Morgan J. Thomas.

Iu:fqu‘hdﬂ!if, dated June -l, the follow-
ing account of the death by drowning
of Morgan J. Thomas, briefly alluded
to in these columns last week,
printed :

Morgan J. Thomas, a miner of this place,
while out skifl-riding last Sunday in com
pany with two other young men, attempted
to descend the heavy shoals above this place.
