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“Not Enough of Business,*

The committee whose duty it was to
ascertain the financial status of Cum-
berland came out Tuesday with a very
intelligible statement.

They find that city life is expensive,
the more so when polities, not busi-
ness runs the machine.

If we mistake not, it was a few
weeks before Cumberland set out upon
her unknown sea of debt that the
finances of Frostburg were found to
be in “a wobbly condition of indefinite
uncertainty.” Our system is not so
extensive -or unwieldy as the city's,
yet, with a running start, we have
been unable to learn the status of our
affairs. It was said at the time,
though, that the riddle would be easil y
and quickly solved. Hence, it was
expected by over-sanguine people that
we would be long out of the under-
brush of doubt before Cumberland
would tackle the impenetrable forest
of uncertainty, :

But Cumberland, behind at first, is
before at last. Her people know al-
most to a dot absolutely conservative
where they stand, while ours do not
even know whether the inquiry has
ever been begun; or, if so, whether it
proved too much for our financiering

savants, and, in that event, did they—

—fight and run away
To live to tight another day ?

To us it appears important that this
matter should be no longer delayed.
The Council needs a starting-point and
a basis for eperations. The floating
debt should be paid, and this Council
ought to formulate and begin a plan
to gradually and systematically wipe
it out of existence. This they cannot
do until they are able to “take
its measure,” so they may “cut their
cloth” accordingly.

A few considerations strictly polit-
ical will afford time enough for the
Council to take an inventory of the
town’s liabilities.

Some people, too, are in debt only
in whatever they owe through the
town. Most of them are republicans
and their curiosity ought to bhe grat-
ified for the party’s sake.

It was and is in the power
of the C. & P. to give the people a
great deal of trouble in the matter of
bringing in the G. C. & C. branch,
and our point is that that power need
not be provoked to last resorts.

The committee did not, therefore,
make a mistake in conferring with
the C. & P,

They would have committed an un-
pardonable, perhaps fatal error, had
they failed to extend equal and im-
partial courtesy to the competing
companies,

Taking into full view, therefore,
all the cirecumstances, conditions and
considerations involved in this very
important matter, strict courtesy to
and impartial treatment of the com-
panies should mark popular conduet.
This for policy’s sake, if not for the
supreme satisfaction of having acted
as gentlemen,
