We Stand Corrected.
Frostaura, Mp., July 29, 1800,
To the MINING JOURNAL.

Seeing a statement in your issue of
the 19th inst. concerning my recent
appearance before our Council, As
you were not present in person and
having receivec your information from
an outside source,- 1 beg leave to call
your attention to some parts of your
acecount which, to say the least, are
somewhat misleading.

I was before the Council and stated
that it was the second time that I had
appeared to present, as [ believed, a
Just claim, but not, as stated in your
paper, on account of damage by
water, although on several oceasions
I have had considerable trouble with
water.

The ground of my claim is work
done in laying a ditch on Bowery
street the depta of my property.

If I am rightly informed many years
before our town was incorporated all
of the waterthat came from the corner
that Perey now owns, was eut off from
Main street some two-thirds of the
distance from said corner before it
reached my property. Also, some 10
or 18 years ago the then property-own-
ers adjacent to the original water-
course went before the Council of that
day and requested that the water be
turned off its original course. But the
Council, in its wisdom and foresight,
refused to comply, knowing that such
a grant, if a benefit to some, would be
injurious to others, But time elapsed
and, as the saying is, ‘‘changes all
things,” including the owners of prop-
erty, and a few years ago a second at-
tempt was made with the reigning
Council to haye the water turned from
its original course and flow down Main
street. Whether that Counecil wa-
