At the same time and in the same

in reality owned and controlled by
that chureh.

How the Methodist church lost its
authﬂritf' and control over the grave-
yard and retained its ownership ot the
church lot, and how the corporation of
Frostburg obtainel the ownership of
the lot of ground donated by Mr. Isaiah
Frost for a graveyard and did not get
the lot donated by Mr. Meshach Frost
for the erection of a church, is a mys-
tery the writer is unable to solye.
