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Hog-Hater.

Under such cireumstances it assumes
the JOURNAL was to sit still and take
it all, assent to it all, in fact, beg par-
don for having been here before, and
ask leave to get out of the way of the
new hog that had come to inherit the
earth,

Nobody that knows the JoURNAL
conceived for a moment that it was
going to give up the ghost so readily,
or that it would stand and silently per
mit any popinjay of a paper to come
in here and dictate our status for us.

Hence, we have met the enemy on
the ground of its own choosing. It
elected its points of superiority to the
JOURNAL and we have traveled only
on that territory, We have disputed
everything that it has proposed to our
prejudice, and we have beaten it., Its
only resort is to charge us in so doing
with selfishness—in its own chaste ver-
nacular, ‘“hoggishness.”

Well, perhaps in “its own bright
lexicon of youth” self-defense is de-
fined as “hoggishness.” In which
event the Ledger has got a thundering
sight of its especial and partienlar
aversion yet to stand.
