IN MEMORY OF COLUMBUS

A Description of the Monument to Be
Erected in New York City.

In the month of February, 1889, a
movement was set on foot by Il Pro-
gresso Italo- Americano to ervect on the
fourth centenary of the discovery of
America a monument to Christopher
Columbus, giving it to the city of New
York. A subscription was issued and a
fund of $5,000 has been accumulated, to-
gether with objects of every kind and
description, to be disposed of at a fair
which will shortly be held, and by which
the committee hopes greatly to augment
the fund.

The monument will be constructed in
Italy by the famous sculptor Gaetano
Russo, whose design was selected and
approved by a committee nominated by
the Italian government. This committee
was composed of some of the most emi-
uent sculptors, painters, and architects
of the country. It included Cesare Mac-
cari, who painted the walls and ceilings
of the senate house; Cesare Mariani, di-
rector of the San Luca Academy in
Rome; Filippo Prosperi, the prince of
European engravers; Giulio Monteverde,
uculyt,ur of the statue, “Genius of Frank-
tin;” Giuseppe Sacconi, sculptor of the
Victor Emanuel monument; Guglielmo
Calderinia, architect; Emilio Gallori,
sculptor, and Ettore Ferrari, sculptor of
the Giordano Bruno monument at Rome.

The monument will be 78 feet in
height. The statue of Columbus in the
costume of an admiral will be executed
in Carrara marble. The column will be
made of granite in the form of the
ancient Roman beaked columns, and
from it will project representations of
the poops and prows of the three vessels
which accompanied Columbus on his
voyage of discovery, The aunterior por-
tion of the pedestal will contain a group
representing the “Genius of Columbus, "
his hand resting on a globe of the world,
which he is earnestly studying, and on
which he is endeavoring to divine the
position of the new continent. On the
posterior portion will be a representation
in bronze of an immense eagle, the coat
of arms of America and «f Genoa, the
birthplace of Columbue, The sides of
the pedestal will be decorated with bas
reliefs representing facts in the life of
the great navigator. The design of this
monument has been judged one of the
most Leautiful yet produced, and it will
doubtless be the greatest and most
artistic of its kind existing in New

York.

FLASHED BY SUNLIGHT.

The Wonderful Succes« f Signaling With
the Hellograph.

For some time past a detail of one offl-
cer and four men from each army post
in the West has been practicing in this
Territory and New Mexico in military
signaling by means of the heliograph
sy=tem. From one of them a brief de-
scription of the work accomplished was
secured,

“The work has been carrield on under
the direction of Colonel William Volk-
mar, adjutant general of the d.partiment
of Arizuna, and we have accomplished
the most wonder.ul signaling ever
known, " said this oillicer, *“In our pre-
liminary practice in April we made a
connection 9 miles distant, but two
weeks ago in gencral practice we did
successful signaling from Mount Reno to
Mount Graham in this Territory, a dis-
tance of 125 miles. This is by far the
longest distance work ever accomplished.

“Still more wonderful than this, if
anything, however, wasour long distance
signaling by means of relays about 10
days ago. In this case messages wers
successfully sent from Whipple Barracks,
near Prescott, Ariz., to Fort Stanton, in
eastern New Mexico, a distance by the
circuitous route followed of nearly 1,000
miles,

“In this signaling the messages were
flashed from Whipple Barracks to Bald
Mountain, thence to Baker's Butte, then
to Lookout Moun .ain, thence to Mount
Graham, and thence to two or three
other small peaks, the names of which 1
do not remember, into F¢ -t Stanton. In
bad weather we went by a much more
circuitous route than the one described,
being compelled to use a number of in-
termediate relays,

“The result will undoubtedly be of
great service tothe \riny. For instance,
troops in the field wanting to communi-
cate with a post 100 miles off would re-
quire three or four d' 3 of hard riding
by the old system to accomplish that
object. Now, by the telegraph sizgnaling,
a message can be s ‘nt and an answer re-
ceived inside of 15 minutes, This will
prove especially valuable in case there
should ever be anuther Indian outbreak.
In time of actual war it would be of great
service, In case of cutting of telegraph
lines messazes coald readily be sent a
distance of 40 to 50 miles even in the
East.—[ Arizona R publican,

The Dangerous * Seu-1"oose."

Duftield Osborne, in an article on “Surf
and Surf-bathing, ' sayvs: It may be well
to speak of another phenomenon not in-
frequently observed. 1 do not recall
ever secing the mname by which it is
known in print, and, as the word is ig-
nored by Webs'er, 1 shall invent my own
spelling and write it “sea-poose.” This
term is loosely used on different parts of
the coast, but the true significance of it
is briefly this: There will sometimes come
at every bathing ground days when the
ocean seems to lose its head and to act in
a very capricious way. On such occa-
sions it often happe s that the beach is
cut away at some one point, presumably
where the sand happens to be softer and
leas capable of resisting the action of the
water. There will then be found a little
bay indenting the shore, perhaps 10 feet,
perhaps 10 yards. The waves rolling
into such a cove are deflected somewhat
by its sides and “set” together at its
head, so that two wings of a breaker, so
to speak, meet, and, running straight out
from the point of junction, form a sort
of double *undertow,” which will, if the
conditions that cause it continue, cut out
along its course a depression or trench of
varying depth and length. It can be
readily understood that such a trench
tends to strengthen the current that
causes it, and these two factors, acting
and reacting upon each other, occasion
w) at might be called an artificial under-
tow, which is sometimes strong enough
to carry an unwary bather some distance
out ig a fashion that will cause him
ecither to be glad he is, or to wish he
were, within the rectangle of the life
lines,

The Virtue in Sulads.
M. Henri de Vilmorin, president of
the Botanical Society of France, recently
lectured before the Royal Horticultural

SBociety on the subject of salads. He |

spoke of the nutritive value of salads
due to the potash salts, which, though
present in vegelables generally, aro
eliminated in the process of cooking.
These are some of the plants he enume-
rated as being used in France for salads:
lettuce, corn salad, common chicory,
barbe de capucin, curled and Batavian
endives, dandelion in its several forms
of green, watercresses, purslane in small
quantities, blanched salsily tops, Brus-
sels chicory, the roots of celeriac, ram-
pion and radish, the bulbs of stachys, the
stalks of celery, the flowers of nastur-
tium and yucca, the fruit of capsicum
and tomato, and in the south of France,
rocket, pietidium and Spanish onions,
Various herbs are added to a French
salad to garnish and flavor it—chervil,
chives, shallot and borage flowers, In
addition many boiled vegetables are
dressed with vinegar and oil. The
lecturer exhibited specimens of dande-
lion, barbe de capucin, and witloof, both
varieties of chicories, which he com-
mended to the notice of gardeners :

“The drink question,” she averred,
“lies contiguous to the food question, A
deranged stomach longs for stimulants,
Of the 50,000 drunkards who die in the
United States every year, a large propor-

| tion have the appetite for intoxicating

drinks aggravated, if not implanted, Ly
the food which constitutes their daily
diet. Grease soaked meat, watery v re-
tables, sloppy coffee, and bad bread, in
many cases compel a resort to stimu-
lants, With such conditions, why should
anybody be surprised at the drink habit?
Poor coffee produces unnatural thirst for
lager beer, and there is a terrible aflinity
between sour bread and sour mash
whisky. A healthy stomach has no ab-
normal craving for either liquor, cizars,
candy, or chewinz: gum. Buad cookery
is & foe to everything that elevates and
ennobles, and a friend to everyvthing that
debases, whereas good cookery and
Christianity aid and supplement each
other. Good cookery is indispensable to
the highest type of Christian life, and
everywhere makes for righteousness,
You may have a school house on every
hill top, a church in every valley, and a
summer assembly in every county of
every State of the Union, but you can’t
elevate the standard of Christianity to
its topmost level until you elevate the
character of your cookery. 7This coun-
try is overrun with bad cooks., The tra-
ditional plain cook is a culinary charla-
tan, and * plain cook' and ‘poor cook’
are synonymous terms, The greatest
need of the United States is 500,000 plain
cooks, men and women, who understand
the principles of baking. boiling, broil-
ing, and frving. When 1 think of the
abominable messes on which all classes
of society feed daily, I am not surprised
that the world gets on so slowly in re-
formatory movements, and when pious
women come and tell me they are so ac-
tively engaged in benevolent work that
they have no time to attend to the
kitchen, I say to them, as 1 say to vou,
no church work, no temperance work,
no missionary work can be done effect-
ively without the aid of good food, and
not until you have the most lh'l'ft!{‘rt union
of cookery a«d Curistianity can the no-
blest works of Christian effort be attained
in this world or in the world to come, ”
