In doing so he cites a difference
that occurs between the great State of
New York and the JOURNAL.

Yet, what is New York-—rather,
what is the Legislature at Albany ?

The Act, therefore, which Mr. Rich-
mond holds before the JOURNAL as

The Poor Registrar Also Unnappy.

The registrars are aroused and the
battle-ax of organization for more
pay is gleaming.

Our old friend, Hambright, who is a
sort of Christopher Columbus in dis-
covering excuses for making registra-

viewing the results and action of the
State Board of Arbitration. Let these
be what they may, the history of legis-
lation which provides for and pro-
motes such inquiries will not be com-
plete until the highest judicial tribu-
nal in the land passes upon it.

Mr. Richmond does not fancy the
analogy the JOURNAL drew between
the rights of Methodists, Baptists or
Presbyterians, to inquisitorial pro
tection as well as Knights of Labor.,
He goes 80 far as to say “it is foreign
to the issue.,” Why?! What is the
difference, for instance, between the
inherent “‘rights” of a Methodist and
the inherent ‘‘rights” of a Knight of
Labor? And if the two professions
are combined in one individual, as
often happens, how much does his
“rights” as a Methodist acquire by the
addition of his ‘*‘rights” as a Knight of
Labor? And what rights does he en-
Joy in either case that he does not en-
joy in the other?

No true analogy is foreign to any
issue. We know this from Mr. Rich-

mond’s own pen, for he writes :

Buppose a bank cashier, a superintendent,
a clerk, discharged after long service, and all
grounds of dismissal refused when requested.

Instead, therefore, of using the
terms, ‘‘bank cashier, a superintend-
ent, a clerk,” we employed, perhaps
unfortunately, the words, ‘“Method-
ists, Baptists and Presbyterians.”

Mr. Richmond excepts also to our
unqualified admission that the ‘‘right
to ask” is unabridged by any restric-
tion whatever. He says ‘it is a mere

quibble,” and that ‘‘a right to ask car- |

ries with it the right to be answered.”
Is this true? No. All our rights are
active, not passive; all our rights are
positive, not negative. Were it other-
wise there would never have been a
Declaration of Independence. Nor
would there have been a Bill of Rights
in any State. Men would not be sov
ereigns, but subjects of some sort of
inquisition. The “‘divine right of con-
flicting kings” might rule with alter-
nating sceptre, and the vacillating
loyalty of ‘‘Robert Landry” be enact-
ed with diverse fervor again and
Again :
Under which king Bezonian ?
Speak—or die !

Mr. Richmond will do well to join
us in the prayer that the day may
never dawn on this goodly land which
is to inaugurate an era wherein every
man is to carry his motives and his
conscience under a lock to which
every other man has a key. The law
already discourages, if it does not pro-
bibit methods which tend to self-in-
crimination. Letus hope that it will
continue to be at least equally liberal
with those whose private business, in-
terests and motives are entitled to
protection from the impertinence and
sacrilege of any sort of inquest.

Mr. Richmond contends that Mr.
Webb “never refused or claimed the
right to refuse to give his grounds for
dismissal.” This is an error. Mr.
Webb flatly declined. He stood on
one of the rights he had not surrender-
ed—that one concerning which he
said—‘‘there is nothing to arbitrate.”
All that was therein involved of equal
individual right was settled long ago
—when men had conceded certain
alienable privileges for the common
good and the general defense, and they
had at length held that those immu-
nities which lay at the foundation of
“life, liberty and the pursuit of hap-
piness” were inseparable from the in-
dividuality of all and each.
