(G ENTLEMEN :—The undersigned Board of
Managers of Sylvan Retreat Asylum for the
Insane, appointed by your honorable body,
herewith present you their second quarterly
report, and submit to your inspection the
books and vouchers, together with such other
papers as may enable you to see in what mane
ner we have discharged the duties pertaining
to our stewardship.

We are pleased to say that the health of the

Cinmates has been remarkably good during

the last quarter, as will be seen by theaccom-
panying reports of the attending physician.

The expenses of the institution have been
restrained as fur as was compatible with the
health and comfort of the patients, It has
heen the object of the undersigned to supply
the unfortunates with a sufliciency of good
and wholesome food, and to keep themselves
and their apartments in as cleanly condition
as possible, and perhaps it is no little meas-
ure due to these precautions that we have had
and still have such a desirable condition of
health among them.,

Upon the first of August of the present
quarter Mr. Levi Wickard was succeeded in
office by Mr. Z. W. Kalbaugh as superintend-
ent of the Asylum. ‘The latter has taken act-
ive hold of his duties and we have no reason
to doubt that he will make an otlicient otli-
cer.

We have heard no complaint againstany of
the employees of the institution for neglect
of duty or other offences. There have been
some changes in the attendants owing to res-
i uultinuu, &e., but without detriment to the

sylum.

'e wonld angain respectfully urge upon
your honorable body the suggestions made in

' our tirst quarterly report in _regard to over-

hauling and mmvutinr the heating and
Jnumbing appliances of the Asylum building.
ll‘lw winter season is near at hand, and if the
season he ngorous, as we may expect, then
there must suffering among the patients,
We feel that we cannot urge this matter too
warmly, and it isa source of sutisfactior to
helieve that vour bhody will do everything
that is necessary to contribute to the care and
comfort of these unfortunate people,

comfort of female patients who are excluded
from their bed rooms during the day. He
also makes a suggestion in relation to a ditch
for drainage.
