Our Population.

Messrs. L. J. Parker and Philip
Pleiffer, registration officers respect-
ively of Election Districts No. 11 and
12, which include the town of Frost-
burg, haye accommodated the JouRr-
NAL by making a careful ecompilation
of the registered voters who are and
ought to be accounted in the popula-
tion of Frostburg. The result is not
what we anticipated, at the same time
it is for several reasons not conelusive:
The registrars have, however, made
their count as near net as they possibly
could.

According to Supervisor Perkins
the population of the two election
distriets is 5.142, and the registrars
find 1,152 voters in this number, a ratio
of a fraction less than 4} population
per vote,

Of the 1,152 voters the registrars
find 823 who are and ought to be re-
garded as residents of Frostburg,
This, multiplied by the ratio named,
gives the town 3,675, or 48 more than
Dr. Perkins eredits us with.

It is & curious fact, however, that

while the ratio of population to votes |

18 about 5 to 1 in No, 12, itis less than
4t in No. 11.

At the same time in the latter dis-
triet, the officer informs us, there is a
large number of foreign-boru residents
who are unnaturalized, each of whom,
it must be remembered, represents a
pog ulation of between 4 and 5 persons.

There is something wrong with the
census of districts No. 11 and 12, in-
cluding the town of Frusthurg, and
don't you forget it !

Bogardus, The Crack Shot.

It has been truly said that Capt. A,
H. Bogardus is ‘“‘a remarkable man
with a remarkable history.” "T'he
career of no other American plains-
wan offers a parallel to his romantic
and stirriog life. For years he roamed
the western plains, huuting, trapping,
trading with the Indians when frieundiy,
and fighting them when on the war
path. As chief of goverment scouts
during a period of eight years, he ren-
dered extraordinary service to the
military cowmanders in Moutana,
Wyoming, Colorado, New Mexico and
Arizona. Bogardus' phenomenal skill
as & marksman developed in hisearly
youth. At eight years of age he was
accounted a wizard with the ntle. The
simple frontiersmen regarded him as
one upon whom Nature had bestowed
a charm, while the superstitiously in-
clined were certain that he was in
league with the devil. It cannot be
considered strange, then, that in atter
years the Indians looked upon him as
an evil spirit, and were powerless in
hiz presence, fully believing that

wder and lead could pot Kill hm.

gardus made a tour of Kurope a
few months ago. There he defeated
vevery crack shot in Great Britain and
on the coutinent, and was accorded all
manner of public ovations, His trip
will long be remembered by his admir-
ilng countrymen.

A few 1ustances of his marvellous
shooting may prove of interest-—s
lack of space prevents a detailed men-
tion of s record. lu less thau three
months, in the winter of '74, he shot
and killed 5,000 buffalo, on a contraet,
in western Nebraska. In a cobntest
with Brown, the Culiforuia champion,
in the year "88, Bogardus shot at 10,000
glass balls, missing but 25 out of the
entire number, and breaking the last
thousand. That he is the greatest
living 1ifle, pistol, shot-gun
équestrain shot is a fact freely
conceded by every sporting authority
in the world.
