Well, the DeBardleben eoal and iron
company, with its capital of $12,000,000,
is to Bessemer what the Consolidation
coal company is to Frostburg, and it is
exclusively an Alabama corporation.
Another great Woution here, with
a capital of $8,0000,000, is the Besse-
mer Land and Improvement company,
com of Charleston, New Orleans
and Birmingham capitalists. In fact,
pine-tenths of the capital at work in
the deyelopment of this portion of
Alabama is owned by native Southern-
ers who created it by their own efforts.
Yea, verily, the “man in gray with a
heart of gold” has wrought a wondrous
work in the last generation, and before
another has passed away the South
will be the centre of the manufactur-
ing interests of the entire country, |
and the basis of it all will be the unre-
liable, shiftless labor of the negro, as-
sisted by a climate under which the
workingman need stand in no dread
of a rigorous winter.

o he transformmation which has taken
place in Jones' valley in the past ten
ears is something wonderful. Then
ft was a sparsely settled, poorly
equipped farming region, contnmmg
in all perhaps eight or ten thousan
people, scattered over an area of forty
or fifty miles in extent. To-day Jones’
valley contains one magnificent city
of 50,000 o&l’e and a total population
of over 100,000, Ten years ago Jones'
valley was the thoroughfare for one
trunk line railroad. To-day at least a
dozen railroad tracks radiate from
Birmingham, and seven frum Bes-
semer. Twenty-seven furnaces are in
active blast in Jefferson county alone,
while the ore banks and coal mines
now in full operation are so numerous
that I find it impossible to name them.
Coal, iron ore and limestone lie in such
close proximity that it can only be a
uestion of a few years when every
3mription of irou manufacture—fiom
a truss bridge to a watch sgring, will
be shipped from Birmingham and Bes-
semer to all the markets of the world.
Great improvements sometimes seem
to move slowly, and for a time after
the deyelopment of the mineral of this
country was commenced capital was
apparently satisfled to simply turn
that ore into pig iron and ship the
same North to be manufactured.

cannot be confuted—that the negro of
Alabama to-day has opportunities su-
rior to the laboring white man of
aryland or Pennsylvama. And
et & whole generation of free-
Eom has not advanced the race one
step. Individualinstances of progress
and advancement in intelligence and
wealth are many, but as a race the
black man was born a hewer of wood
and a drawer of water, and such he
remains and ever will. Asa slave he
was at least useful. As a freeman,
taken collectively, he is a nuisance
and a terrible drawback to progress in
the South. But he is here in countless
myriads, and being here he must be
utilized, and it thus bappens that he
virtually monopolizes tho field of com-
mon Jabor. Naturally to a certain ex-
tent the field of common Iabor is there-
by degraded, and a bar is set up in the
way of the immigration of a white la-
boring class. Young men 1n search of
employment come South in a con-
stant stream. They find work readily,
but it is coupled with such couditions
as discourage ninety m a hundred,
and they return sick of the new South.
If they only told the truth it would
not matter, but they seldom content
themselves with the relation of their
own experiences, and fre?uently mis-
represent the experience of others., A
notable case in point is that of young
Bernard, of Eckhart, who came to
Birmingbam some months ago, and
after a season of homesickness and
despondency returned to Eckhart and
spread the report in all directions that
nmy tumilr were very much dissatisfied
and would return—if we could, Now
this Mr. Bernard never was in Besse-
mer to my knowledge, and certainly
never met any of my family save Roy,
whow he came across in Birmingham.
Roy found him eugr:sad in & very
humble calling; offered to help him
and could have been of service to him.
But the fellow bad neither energy nor
ambition for anything but to get
money enough to take him home, and
when he got back wilfully misrepre-
sented those who would have aided
him had he been of sufficient account
to justify it. And thus it 18 with a
great many. The truth is, the South
offers few inducements to the man
whose sole capital consists in the labor
of his hands. The negro coyers that
fleld, and will occupy it for years to
come. Butif he has brainsand energy
there is a wide field open to him. Roy
came here alone, without friends,
money or a profession and to-day he
can command a better pcsition ata
better salary than any young man of
his years can in Allegany county, and
in fact has a better position at better
pay than any official ot the Consolida-
tion coal company below the general
superintendent. For myself I have
only this to say—1 find my position
congenial in every respect. 1 fiud the
natural force of character of the live
Southern man predominnut every-
where. The old Confederate soldier is
master of the situation, and the im-
press of his character is felt in all di-
rections in the development of the re-
sources of the conntry ; in its govern-
wment and in the molding of its public
opinion. Thetruth is, Southern brain
and character always did exert a con-
trolling influence in public affairs in
this country, and always will even
though the SBoutherner is and always
has been numerically in the minority.

Information About Dead Letters.

Of the unclaimed and undelivered
mail matter received at the Dead
Letter Office during the past fiscal
yeur, four hundred and fifty-one
thousand were letters misdirected, or
only partially addressed—that is, not
addressed to a post office, or, addressed
to a post office without the State being
given, or addressed to a post office not
in the State named, ete., ete.—while
twenty-four thousand were entirely
blank, bearing no address whatever.
Among the latter were frequently
found the eorrespondence of business
men, of which a large portion con-
tained inclosures of money, drafts,
checks, ete.

Ninety-eight thousand were letters
to domestie addresses, **held for post-
age,” together with letters, ete.,
addressed to Canada and Mexico,
matter to these countries being unmail-
able except upon full prepayment of
postage.

One hundred and sixty five thousand
were letters mainly addressed to
persons in eare of hotels. The guests
to whom the letters belonged having

departed without leaving their address,
or forwarding orders for their mail,
they were returned to the post office
by the hotels and thence sent to the
Dead Letter Office.

Forty-two thousand were letters
to fictitious, and principally correspon-
dence relating to what is known as
v‘green goods” or “saw dust’ swindles,
ete., many of them containing money
with orders for the purchase of these
fraudulent goods. Parties engaged in
these fraudulent and unlawful enter-
prises invariably do so under an as-
sumed name, and when the character
and business of such persons is dis-
covered by the postal authorities, such
matter addressed to them is declared
*fietitious” and delivery withheld.

‘ Eiﬁhty thousand were parcels of

merchandise, books, clothing, needle-

work, jewelry, ete., ete., many of
which were misdirected, while others
| were without wrapper, having been
insecurely inclosed, and others from
which the address had become sepa-
rated and lost,

A large proportion were those upon
which the required amount of postage
to entitle them to transmission through

{ the mails had not been prepaid, in-
sufficient payment being due to im- |
proper inclosing, whereby a higher

rate of postage was required.

Twenty-eight thousand contained
money amounting in all to $48,642.00,

Twenty-seven thousand were found

United States and failing of delivery
at their destination, were sent to the
Dead Letter Office, and thence re-
turned to the postal administrations of
their respective countries of origin,
unopened.
