GENERAL NEWS,

Act Concerning Lotteries. :

The Aet prohibiting the carriage of |
lottery matter in the U, 8. mails in;

No letter, postal card, or t'lrvulurf
concerning any lottery, so-oalled gift
concert, or other similar enterprises
upon lot or chance, or
scheme devised to obtain money under
false pretenses, and no list of drawings
nt any lottery or similar scheme, no
lottery ticket or tickets, in whole or in
part, no share or chance, shall be
earried in the mails; nor shaill any
newspaper, cirenlar, pamphlet or pub-
leation of any kind containing adver-
tisements thereof be earried in the mail
or delivered by any postmaster or |
letter-carrvier. The peaalty for known
violation of these provisions is a fine
of $500 nnd imprisoment not exceed-
1N ONne Year,

Letters mailed to lottery concerns,
or other institutions proseribed by this
Act, or to thewr agents, are subject to |
return by the oflice of delivery to the |
oflice of mailing, thence to the writers
under the stamp of “*Frandulent.” No
postmaster, however, shall open any |
letter not addressed to himselt, The |
seal of any letter or packet, properly
prepaid, must not be disturbed to as-
certain whether it is forbidden by the
provision of this Aect, Postal carvds,

Newspapers, loeal or foreign, of all
dates, containg advertisements of any
of the lottery schiemes desceribed are
now unmailable and non-deliverable,
They are also subject to arrest if dis-
covered in transitu,

The term lottery is a broad one,
comprehending all kinds of schemes,
general or local, large or small, for
the distribution of prizes by chance or
lot, such as gift exhibitions. enter-
prises, concerts, raflles, or the draw-
Ing of money or property at fairs. All
u;ulltt'r concerning them are unmail-
nble,
