non-delivery, and thus prevent the
annoyance, delay, and i-mL:u'run.-mwnl
caused by sending matter to the Dead

Letter Office.

Mail matter should be plainly and
correctly addressed, the name of the
post oflice to whieh it is to be sent
should be eleariy and distinetly stated,
and to avoid confusion from the sim-
Harity of abbreviations, as frequently
used, the name of the State should be
given in full.  In the ease of mail ad-
dressed to small offices, or where there
are offices of like names in different
States, the name of the county should
be added,

As the immense quantity of matter
sent through the mails is necessarily
to be handled rapidly by the railway
mail elerks and at the postoflices in
the eities, too much eare cannot
be exercised in addressing mail matter
clearly, plainiy and correctly.

Where mail matter is addressed to
cities or free delivery oflices the street
and house number, or post-office box
number of the person addressed are
important, andshould always be given
when 1t is possible to do so,

Where this cannot be done, the bus-
Iness or employment of the person ad-
dressed, 1f stated, will often secure de-
liyery.
