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Muddy Streets,

On this topic the Baltimore Sun of
Tuesday says :

Now that we are getting into the active
business of the season and ¢the Christmas
trade has begun, it is incumbent upon the
city authorities to do their very best to put
and keep the streets in good and clean con
dition. Yesterday the slight rainfall filled
them with soft mud, which was carried from
the crossings to the sidewalks, making them
sticky and uncomfortable. Every storekecp-
er and business house in the city is interested
in making things as comfortable for custom -
ers as possible, and especially for ladies, who
were out yesterday in large numbers, and
found their work much interfered with by
the disagreeably muddy conditiongof’ streets,
crossing and sidewalks. A short while ago
the experiment was tried of washing a part
of Baltimore street by means of hose from
the fire plugs, and it seemed to serve the pur-
pose admirably in localities where the ground
was hilly. The streets now need not only
washing, but scraping and sweeping.

What is true of Baltimore as above
stated applies with more foree, if
possible, to Frostburg owing to the
condition of the streets as left by the
upheavals of the new water works
force. In all the JoUrNaAL's :ecol-
iection it eannot eall to mind a period
when the highways of Frostburg were
so frightfully degenerate as now,
Streets, pavements, sidewalks and
crossing are coated with mud as never
befure since incorporation first placed
upon them its cleanly touches,
as though the upcasts of our latest and
greatest improvement were not enough
to make us miserable, the persistent
rains of the latter part of summer
and fall have contributed their un-
welcome quota of mischief to complete
the muddy horror.

As soon, therefore, borrowing the
Sun’s suggestion, as the weather settles
down to something dryer than the
current period, the Counecil should
wash the pavements, crossings and
sidewalks clean as possible. The mud
should be washed into gutters and
carried away, for when dry it will be-
come & plague of dust. an infliction
but little less uncomfortable and un-
healthy. The town has the water and
the hose. In the blessed absence of
fire, what better use can these be
applied to?

Death at an Advanced Age.

The JoOURNAL overlooked mention
last week of the death on Wednes-
day, November 12, 1800, of Jonathan
Huddleson, father of Mrs. Thomas G.
McCulloh, of this place, at his home
near Kingwood, W. Va. lle was in
the 03d year of his age. In his prime
he was a prominent and useful eitizen,
The remains, brought here Thursday,
were interred Friday. 14th inst., in
Allegany cemetery. A writer in the
Cumberland News says of him :

He was born in Montgomery county, in
this State, but came to Allegany in the
thirties. He lived at Flintstone for a num-
ber of years and was elected while there to
the Legislature in 1837 and 1838, In 1842 he
was appointed superintendent of the National
road (an office then of great importance) by
Gov. Francis Thomas. The same year he
moved to the Lattle Meadows Stone House,
in Garrett county, where he remained six
years as a hotel keeper, merchant and an ex-
tensive farmer, making the place the most
cheery and attractive summer resort in Mary-
land. It was a lively, gay house in those
years. President Polk and his party dined
there on a cold Sunday in 1845 when on his
way to Washington to be inaugurated. The
distinguished party certainly received no
more real courtesies on the way than from
mine host at the old Stone House.

He moved to Preston county, W. Va., in
1849, and some years later was elected State
Senutor, and served a number of years. In
our great troubles of 61-65, his feelings were
strongly with the South, He was a political
prisoner for some two years at Wheeling and
Camp Chase, till released by the great and
good Lincoln. After the war Huddleson was
not in any active business. He had a con-
siderable family of children, daughters and
sons. The third daughter was the wife of
Hon. T. G, McCulloh, who lately died. The
oldest daughter, Jane, is a quiet resident of
this city. At her request this brief sketch is
prepared.

Mr. Huddleson was a man of intelligence
and integrity, with great energy of character
and pnrpose. There was always activity
wherever he had sway. He was always just
