Newfoundlandis very nearly 300 miles
across at its hroadest point, an'l a little
over 400 miles long.  Its peonle are pe-
culiar, as all insalar folk are, but vory
rugged, harvdy, honest, and hospitable
to n degree,

The whole interior is an unknown
tervitory,  Only one white man has ever
made the jourcey from east to west, a
Mr. Cormack, who accomnlished the
feat in 1820, Consequently there 1s no
map of N wfoundland extant which is
in any degree relinble, Tt is a very
cuvious fae that a valeable teacet of land,
with coal, iron, and silver in its bowels,
and perfectly accessible to the explor-
er<, should remain so long unknown.

The inhabitants live on the water and
have no interest whatever in farmine,
What thev eat and wear is all imported,
Har tack, tea, and fish constitute their
diet from one vear to another, and on
the poor man’s table meat is seldom
RO, They arve skilled sailors, but
they wonld stumble over a plow and
hreak their necks, The coast is their
home, all they know anvthing abont ex.
cept the wild was'e of waters from
which they get their living, and in
which so manvy find their graves,  Ten
miles from t'e rocks on which their
cabins are nilt vou enter upon a wilder-
ness well stoeked with game, waterad
by rivers in wiieh the trout are plenty,
but the people leave it undisturboe | by
axe or nerienlture,
