Its orbit is more than 1,000,000,000 _

miles in extent, and through this it passes
in 4,332 days, or 11 years, 10 months, an
17 days. Such is the year of this immense
globe,

In order to complete its entire orbil
during this period it speeds around ths
sun with a velocity of 700,000 miles a
day, or a littie more than eight miles a
second. This is a little less than half the
velocity of the earth in its orbit. But 1t

revolves on its axis with a very grea* |

swiftness, for its day and night combined
only last about nine hours and 45 min-
utes,

In other words the inhabitants of Jupi.
ter enjoy only five hours of real day, twi
light included, “If,” says Kant, “an in-
habitant of Jupiter should die in chill-
hood, having lived but one year on that
planet, he would be as old as a child who
should die on our globe at the age of 11
years and 314 days.

“The terrestrial child would have
hived about 103,968 of Jupiter's days and
the child on Jupiter, 400,329 of the eartl:'s
days ”

It ia probable that this globe, although
created before the earth, has preserved
its pristine heat much longer by reason
of its volume and muass, 1Is this charac.
teristic heat sufficiently intense to pre-
vent all manifestations of life? And is
this globe still at the present time not in
the state of a luminous star, but in the
condition of a dark and burning one, en-
tively liquid, or scarcely covered with a
first hardened crust, as the earth was be-
fore life began to appear on its surface?

Or, indeed, is this colossal planet in
that condition of temperature through
which our own world passed through the
primary period of its geological epochs
when life began to show itself under
strange forms, as animal and vegetable
beings of astonishing vitality amid the
convulsions and tempests of the new
born world? The last is the most ra.
tional conclusion that we can draw from
the most recent and exact observations
ta which we are indebted for what we
know of the present state of this vast
world.

Whether Jupiter ba inhabited novw,
whether it was yesterday, or whether it
will be to-morrow  1s of hittle consrquence
to the grand, eternal philosophy of nat-
ure. Life 1s theobject of its formution. as i
was the object of the earth’'s formation.
Therein s everything. The moment, tho
hour, is of little account.

Doubtless the planet may now be in.
habited by beings different from us Iiv.
ing, perhaps, in an aerial condition in the
Upper regions of its atmosphere above
the fogs and vapors of the lower strata.
