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Hew te Bharpen a Serewdriver,
The screwdriver is found not only in

the tool chest of every mechanic, but in

most houses, and in not a few offices. 11
ranks with the hammer, thesaw, and axo
in general utility, and yet very few per-
sons know anything about how it should
be sharpened so as to do its work most
efficiently ; that is, with the least expon-
diture of power and the least injury to
the heads of screws.

In driviog a screw into the wood, the
force used to press the screwdriver against
the hend of the screw tends to aid the lat.
ter in penetrating the wood; but when
we attempt to extract a screw, every
pound of pressure that we apply tends
to render it more difficult to get the
screw out, It therefore becomes very
important that the screwdriver should
be so formed that it may be kept in the
nick of the wscrew by the exertion of
the very least degree of force, for if it has
any tendency to slip out, we can keep it
in place only by applying pres-ure, in
which case we run great risk of injuring
the nick and rendering it impossible to
draw the screw, :

If we examine a screwdriver in tho
condition in which it is ordinarily found,
we 8 il find that it presents a section in
Woach the sides of tie wedge, in which
N sCoowunvers terminate, sre curves
w h the convex sudes outward, Now,
the offect of thus curving the sides of
ths wodge is to render it greatly more
obiuse. Moreover, when we turn the
Rerew iriver, the tendency to slip out of
the nick is just in proportion to the ob-
tiseness or biuntness of the wedge, and,
thevefore, this form is the very worst
that can be chosen. In the hands of
most good workimen, therefore, we tind
thiit the screwdriver ends in a wedye, of
which the sides are perfectly siraight,
This is a very good form, but is not
equal to a form in which the sides of the
wedge are curves, but with the concave
sides turned outward. In this
we lessen the obtuseness of the wedge
at the extreme point, and produce a turn-
screw which may be kept in the nick by
the least pressure endwise. To grind a
screwdriver into this form it is necessary
to use a very small grindstone, and many
of the artificial stones found in the mar-
Lot answer admirably.,
