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It is contended by the apologists for
the midday meeting of the new Coun-
cil last Monday that the proceeding
was in full accord with law.
And from their standpoint exclusive-

ly it 80 seems.

The Act of Incorporation provides-—

That the Mayor and Councilmen shall meet
at the Council Chamber on the first Monday
in May next succeeding their election, ete.

No time of day is stated, for that is
left to be embodied in the next sec-
tion—

That they shall meet at the Council
Chamber, or some other convenient place

every month at a time to be fixed by ordi-
nance, etc.

The ordinance thus authorized pro-
vides for ‘‘the regular meeting on
the second Monday of each successive
month at the hour of 7:30 p. m.” for
certain months and *“7 p. m.” for the
remaining months.

Hence, the apologists take advantage
of the fact that the meeting for organ-
ization is not literally “‘a regular meet-
ing.”

And yet it is *‘a regular meeting,"”
for it must take place on a day as cer-
tainly fixed as that of the monthly
meetings.

And the spirit of the law enjoins the
elect to meet in annual meeting at the
hour named for the monthly meeting.

But if the spirit of the law is not
enough to warrant the usual proceed-
ing, ‘“‘custom, which by use and con-
ticuance becomes established into law,”
almost compels them to so meet.

Especially so when the avowed object
of the snap meeting was to evade, if
not violate that other more vital pro-
vision of the Charter which commands

that—
—all meetings of the Council shall be publie,

The JoURNAL finds fault with the
proceedings with mno purpose of
vitiating what was done, but to say
to Council that meetings held at hours
to *‘shun the erowd” do not look well.
“The crowd” is by birth and charter a
privileged spectator of its own bus-
iness and its agents attract inevitable
suspicion when they seck to transact
that business when *‘the crowd’ is else
where engaged at _innmthing else.

Retrospective and Prospective,

In a recent letter to the Mayor of
Baltimore President Mayer, of the
Baltimore and Ohio railioad company,
wrote :

In 1887 the seaboard consumption,
outside the capes of the Chesapeake
and Delaware (the coastwise traflic as
it is ealled by the trade) amounted to
4,742,571 tons. In 1891 this same class
of trade amounted to 7,192,308 tons.
This unexpected heavy inerease in the
trade taxed eyvery one of the carrying
companies for some monthsin the year
to their utmost capacity to make

- prompt delivery, and some of them did

not feel warranted at once to incur the
heayy expediture required to meet this
phenomenaily sudden and heavy in-
grease.

In the easeof the Baltimore and Ohio
rallroad the situation was more em-
barrassing thap elsewhere, for the
reason that in May, 1889, the Chesa-
peake and Ohio eanal was closed to
navigation by reason of the freshet of
that month and remained so until
August of last year, largely through
the efforts of some of the yery genlru
men who are now demanding other
means of transportation and making
these incorrect statements about the
Baltimore and Ohio. The ecanal
supplied aimost entirely the soft coal
consumed in the Distriet of Columbia
and western Maryland and by some
coastwise consumers also,

When it closed the Baltimore and
Ohio railroad was called upon to supply
the demand, and as it was a loeal in-
terest it had to be promptly cared for,
the taet that the
character of the service demanded an
excessive ear supply, which had to be
taken from our coastwize business.

The situation of the coming season, |

however, has entirely changed, on ac-
count of transportation resuming its
normal eondition in this—yiz., that the
Chesapeake and Ohio canal is now in
